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LAKE CAR FERRIES.

Ay idea that seems to be making con-
rable headway is the establishment
large ferry boats for the conveyance
railway cars across the great lakes

 ad different points, For several : years

- wérhave had two or three of these big

, ferries in existence on the Upper Lakes.
Latterly the idea is spreading, and three
or four more projects of this kind are
now, either under way or are being pro-
moted. One of them especially intere'st-
ing to Canadians is that now nearing
completion between Port Dover and Con-
neaut, in Ohio.: By July next the Ohio-
Canadian ferry line will be equipped with
one large boat, to be called”the Lord'
Aberdeen, and another will be put on the
same route by November. These boats will
be 850 feet in length and will have a
capacity of from 26 to 30 loaded carsy
They are being built espegially for win-
ter navigation, and it is expected they.
will be able to make the trip across
the lake every day in the year. Similar
boats that are now running across Lake
Michigan are able to break ice two. feet
thick with the greatest facility. -1t is,
therefore, pretty certain that the new
line .will® be- able t(é,‘pperate its boats
throughout the winter. One-third of the
total of imported Canadian coal will
probably come:into Canada across Lake
Erie. The distance between the Ameri-
can coal _fields and . the Canadian
manufacturing -centres is greatly lessen-
ed by the nmew route. Hamilton, it is
claimed; will. be brought-nearer by 82
miles than'by any existing route.

Another project that is under way is
the establishment of a ferry system from
Peshtigo, Wis., southward to South Chi-
cago, a distance’of 260 miles. -These
boats will be 316 feet long and will
have a capacity of 28 freight cars. The
boats will be towed by tugs instead of
having engiﬁ'ea of their own.

Coming nearer home we have the pro-
ject that has been submitted to the City.
Council for the establishment of a car
ferry between Toronto and a point on
the other side of the lake, If the lake did
not intervene there is mo doubt that
eeveral lines would be in existence for
connecting the two countries between
here- and Kingston. It is now being
demonstrated that the water can be
advantageously used as a connecting
link between different railways. It
ought to be considerably cheaper to
move freight cars 60 miles by water
than the same distance by land. By the
former system we have no tracks to
build and maintain. We have no right
of way to buy. With our modern skill
in building boats this right of way is
open during the entire year, andshould
not delay trains as much as they are
delayed on land by snow blockades.
There ought to be a paying business
between Toronto and the other side of
the lake. There is no reason why To-
ronto should not have direct communica-
tion with all the New York State rail-
ways. If the company that recently com-
municatedrwith our officials mean busi-
ness, we think the people of Toronto
will be willing to give them all reason-
able facilities for developing the pro-
ject. The establishment of the route in
questtion will be the precursor of water
connection all the year round between
Toronte and the mouth of the Niagard
River, as well as other points on the
other side of Lake Ontario.

the alleged fascination of a wine and
beer counter. . By all means let the
commissioners act like sensible men and
grant the’ citizens. ‘the privilege of
quenching their thirst with beverages
that are suitable for the season and
the situation.

HAS THE NATIONAL POLICY MADE YOU
RICH ?

About as good an answer as it is pos-
sible to give, in a general way, to this
monotonous query of The Globe’s is that
furnished by Eli Perkins in the last issue
of The American Economist. What the
National Policy has done for Canada he
tells us more graphically than we could
picture the story ourselves. Here is his
personal experience of Canada’s National
Policy. He says:

When I traveled in Canada, twenty
Years ago, it was a great reservoir
of raw materials, with hardly the ves-
tige of a manufactory. At that time
she had not made a reaper, locomotive,
organ, piano, railroad car, felt hat, rub-
ber shoe or a piece of broadcloth. She
made a little cotton cloth and knit a
few shirts and stockings. She had re-
ciprocity with the United States, and
we bought her raw materials and paid
for them in manufactured goods.

What made the change?

John Macdonald, the McKinley of Can-
ada, threw up reciprocity, put a pro-
tective tariff on all these manufactured
goods and moved the manufactories into
Canada. Two cents on cotton cloth bailt
up twenty big cotton factories, like the
ones at St. Catharines and Thorold. Pro-
tection made Troy move stove factories
to Toronto and set 700 men to making
organs in Bowmanville. Protection
started furniture factories all over the
Dominion, made locomotive works in
Toronto, and car shops that rival Pull-
man in Montreal. Protection captured
industry after industry, as protection
captured pottery, nails, glass, tin and
fron in the United States. Still they
lacked pig iron. They believed they had
ore beds, but capital was timid. Now
they have put a $4 a ton tapiff on pig
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fron and & $10 tariff on bar irom, aund

ore beds begin to open up and, steel
works are starting. - =

Will protection bring the iron indus-
try to Canadal :

t may not. It is an experiment like
the ‘tin industry in the States. Our big
conditiona} tariff on tin ore proved that
the Harney Peak and the Tremiscol tin
mines were exaggerated. Still, our 2.2
tion on manufactured tins brought!
us 67 tin factories, and now we .are
making one-third of all we use. If the
$4 tariff on pig iron don't bring out
jron ore in Canada; they will take it off;
let pig iron come free, but keep their
steel works. .

But there is a free-tmade party in
Canada called the Liberals, who want
all this protection taken off. They say:
“If we buy these things in the United
States they will cost less money.” They
forget that if they buy them in the
States their own factories will be idle
and that we will have their money and
they will have their idle men.

Canada is doing ‘with iron and steel
just what we did with plate glass and
tin. She believes she has rich unde-
veloped iron mines. Her iron protec-
‘tion, i high, but if it develops hen
mines and makes steel plants in Can-
ada she will keep her money at home
and iron will be cheaper in the end.
Tin is a dollar a box cheaper now since
we are making a third of the product
wanted here, and plate glass and nails
cost ‘only one-fourth the price we paid
for them in England and France, The
John Maedonald-McKinley policy - will
always make prosperity.’ It will al-
ways make big wages, keep momey &b
home and keep the hoys at work.

How Nice It Would Be If This Country
Joined the U.S.!

Albany, N.Y., April 24.—In the Assem-
bly to-day Mr. O’Grady offered the fol-
lowing resolution: “ Whereas, we believe
that the political union of the two great
English-speaking communities which now
control North America will deliver the
continent from danger of war and se-
curely dedicate to peaceful industries
and progress, lessen the per capita cost
of government and defence, ensure the
rapid developments of its boundless na-
tural resources, enlarge its domestic and
foreign commerce, unite all interests in
creating a systematic development of
its means of internal communi -
cation with the seaboard. by rail
and water east and west, pro-
tect and preserve its wealth, resour-
ces, privileges and opportunities as the
undisputed heritage of all, immensely
add to its influence, prestige and power,
promote, extend and perpetuate govern-
ment by the people and remove forever
the causes most likely to seriously dis-
turb cordial relations and kindly inter-
course with the Motherland; :

“ Therefore, be it resolved, if the Sen-
ate coneur, that we invite the Canadian
people ‘to-cast jn their lot with their
own’ continént, and assure them that
tl}ey shall have all the continent can
give them. We will respect their free-
dom of action, and welcome them when
they desire, into an equal and honorable
union.” '

The introducer stated that the resolu-
tion was backed by some of the most
prominent men in the country. Among
them were Charles A. Dana, the late Gen.
Slocum, J. A. O’Donague and Gen. Hor-
ace Porter. In view of the prominence
given the Monroe doctrine recently the
resolution was very appropriate, [The
resolution was adopted.

MUST SETTLE,

The Ultimatum to Niearagua Expires To-
Day.

Washington, D.C., April 24.—Secretary
Gresham had a long interview with Sir
Julian Pauncefote, the British Ambassa-
dor, this morning, and also saw Minis-
ter Guzman of Nicaragua, who communi-
cated to him the intelligence he ¢ had
from his Government. §

The three days given to Nicaragiéa in
which to comply with the terms of Great
Britain’s ultimatum will expire to-mor-
row. Failure to pay the indemnity will
be followed by the sesizure of the cus-
tom. house at Corinto in the collection
.of the duty by British subjects.

Britain Means Business.

.London, April 24,—At the Foreign Of-
fice it is officially stated the three war
ships in the harbor of Corinto, Nicara-
gua, are there for the purpose of enfore-
ing compliance with the : demands of
Great Britain, set forth in the British
ultimatum, !

The Admiral’s Declaration.

Managua, Nicaragua, April 24.—The
British Admiral has notified President
Zelaya that three days will be given
to Nicaragua in which/to ecomply with
the terms of Great Britain’s ultimatum.
This period will expire to-morrow.
Failure to pay the indemnity will be fol-
lowed by the seizure of the Custom House
at Corinto and the collection of the duty
by British subjects, presumably officers
of the fleet detailed for that purpose.
The note of the British admiral contains
a declaration that force will be used to
collect the money if opposition is made.

Great excitement exists. The Govern-
ment, it is reported, will refuse to pay
the indemnity, and will abandon Corin-
to as a port of pntry. The belief is gen-
eral here that {f Great Britain takes
possession of Corinto she will continue
to occupy it as he "has occupied terri-
tory in Egypt and other countries where
has obtained a foothold.

The principal member of the ?ﬂ
dicate was William McKensie, Torofitos
Street Railway magnate. His asso-
ciates were to be James Isbester of Ot-
tawa and Donald Mann of Montreal.
The reasons for the cancellation of the
partnership cannot be ascertained, but
it is said ‘they could not agree upon
terms, President Hugh Sutherland says
that this will not cause any delay in
the construction. It is understood that
he has about completed arrangements
with an American syndicate, represent-
ed by Donald Grant of St. Paul, for-
merly of Glengarry County, and #that
'the work odf conmstruction - will com-
mence next week. -

It was a miscellaneous day in the
House, and many topics of interest were
discussed.

The debate on the address was con-
tinued in the Senate this afternoon by
Senator Power, who began by con-
gratulating Sir Mackenzie Bowell upon
his elevation to the Premiership, and
upon the honors conferred upon him by
the Queen. No one, he said, deserved the
honor smore than the Premier, who was
as consistent as a rvative could
be. If Sir Mackenzie was only as fair
and economical in his conduct of the af-
fairs of the country as he had shown
himself in the Senate, he thouzht the
country would be as well governed as
possible under a Tory administration.

He also congratulated Senator Fergu-

son upon his elevation to the Cabinet.
After referring eloquently to Sir John
Thompson’s death, he characterized the
French treaty as one wholly opposed to
the principles (of protection. It ap-
peared to him that the foreign policy
of the administration was opposed to
its fiscal policy. Taking up the Mani-
toba school question, he supported the
course pursued by the administration,
and said that in passing the Remedal
Order the Government was merely doing
its dury as a sheriff in serving a writ.
The judgment of the ‘Imperial Privy
Council left no alternative. The Gov-
ernment had done its duty in this mat-
ter, but its many other sins had re-
sulted in its meeting defeat in Anti-
gonish, He denied the assertion of the
Premier, that if a Comnservative Govern-
ment had been in power in Manitoba
the acts of 1890 would not have been
passed, and referred to the last local
elections to prove his contention. He
hoped the Manitoba Government would
settle this vexed gquestion itself, and as-
sured the Government that if the pro-
vince proved refractory and unwilling
to accept a compromise, giving the
minority their rights, wand so making
Federal interference necessary, no more
opposition -would be placed in the way
of the Government’s further action by
the Liberal party in Parliament than
was offered in the Jesuit estates mat-
ter.
