New Time Standard.

SANFORD FLEMMING, ON THE HISTORY AND DE-
VELOPMENT OF THE NEW BYBTEM.

From the Milwaukee Journal.]

Duar Sig,—The standard time project
which 18 being discassed all over the conn-
try is a comparatively new question. Yet
it is one which would have commanded no
attention had it been brought forward at
any other period in our history. The
marvellous progress which wo have of late
years made, has forced the question upon
the public. ' It is an ontcome of the great
social and commercial changes which have
been cffected In the community through the
agencics of steam and electricily, the grand
civilizers.of the, age in which we live.
Long ages back, before artificial time mea-
sures were inveuted or needed, the human
race had only the rising and detting of the
sup to govern them in their daily avoca-
tions, The Greek-and Roman civilization
divided the interval of daylight between
sunrige and sunset into two parts:  This
established noon, and fer ages it was the
anly period publicly practiced by  the. Ro-
mans. Noon was proclahmed by a sound
of trumpets and manifested by the sun’s
shadow in a particular direction along the
forum, This led to the introdoction of
sun-dials and the arbitrary division of fore-
noon aud afternoon into- hours, but the
nights remained andivided for many cen-
turies, This is the origin of ‘the system
of chronometry which we have inherited.
1t so happens that at the hour of noon at
any given place the sun is south in the
heavens, and as every individual place on
the surface of the earth haa its own noon
except in the same meridian, there are no
two places with the same noon, Theore-
tieally, there is every where a difference i
the same State, in the same city, and even
It is only by & com-
promise that tbe fuhabitant of the same
Iarge city can use the same fime, they
must mutually consent to use the time
of some point within the Jimits of the
municipalify. As the railway system has
practically brought all cities into contact
a compromise on an extendced scale Is
ealled for. - At present we find everywhere
more or. less confurion. The travelling
public are often greatly inconvenienced
and they dre continually exposed to an
olément of danger. Fifty years ago the
inherited system answered all - ordinary
purposcs, hpt-the conditions of the present |
are widely different and'the exigencies  of
the hour demand some modification.” No
qtestion is becoming more important to
the masses of people, continually ebbing
and flowing over the land in all directions,
than the regulation of time. Every per-
son in the community is8 more or less
interested, but the railway managers are
the first to come face to face with the diffi-
culties @hich present themselves. In the
interest of the corporations they represent
and in the punlic interests they are com-
pelled to consider the means of averting
the evils which have sprung np and which
are every day incressing. The regnlations
of time for railway aud civil purposes gen-
erally has for several yoars engaged atten-
tion. ' Thoughtful men and scientific so-
cieties have examined the question. The
American Society of Civil Engineers bas
among other rocieties, given it carcful con-
sideration. Nearly two years ago this
society detcrmined to consult all persons
and associations specially interested
throughout the United Stater, Canada and
Mexico, and invited their co-operation in
an effort to effect a satigfactory and speedy
golution of the problem. This action led
to a general expression of opinions and the
maturing of a scheme of slandard time, the
cssential features of which have been fa-
vored and adonted by the railway author-
itice, This scheme, which Las Leen ac-
cepted with almost perfect unnaimity, 8
is'marked by ¢xtreme simplicity.

It is proposed that the whole continent
shall be regulated by time standards coin-
ciding with the 75th, the 99th, the 105th
and the lzbtl).mcritlinna. If, as it is pro-
poséd, the railway ‘managers tike the Jead
in ivihg effect to the scheme, they will

in the same strect,

whole comwunity. Standard time will be
first known as railway time, but there can-
not be a donbt that railway rime will speed-
ily become the recognized time in overy
State; " Thé moment the people beconie
‘alive to the advantages of the néw syatem
and are prepaved to'adopt it for &Il civil
purposes the change may be made general-
ly or.in localities as may be dotermined
on; Ifall the clocks.and watches in. the
country were on anyone night made a few
minutes taster or slower to bring them to
the new standard,-the people wonld awake
in‘thé morning withdat the ‘kfighest con-
sciougness “of any Chanige. They would
only bé surprised _to " discover that every
individual carried the same time. 1f a
person travelled northerly and southerly,
stopping &t a'thousand places, sy between
Wiiitiipeg and New Orleans’, hie-would find
the hours, minutes aud scconds everywhere
in'_complete.. harmony.. Lf he, tiavelled
from Boston to San Francisco he certainly
would find a difference with regard to the
hours, - He would' find Chicago an hour

hour slower than Denver, lnt Le would
find also that the mivutes nud sceonds. on
his watch were in agreement. with the
minutes and scconds on every clock  aud
watch from the Atlantic 1o the Pacific. . 1¢
is evident that the scheme of standard e
ref. rred to, is as complcte a solution of the
problem as we can hope or cxpect to reach,
Introduced generally, ae we hope it
speedily will pe, it will prove ol juesti-
mable benefit for all time to come to the
people of this continent. But its sdvan-
tage will not be confined to Amerlea,
The principles upon which the scLewme is
based are of general ﬂpp"f’nlihg. Other
nations are certain in the long run to fol=
low the examplis of Amcrica. It will thus
be practicable to sccure unforwity, sim-
plicity and barmony in reckoning time
the world over. The times of places
widely differing in longitude will differ
only by entire hours. Inall other respects
standard time in every longicude and luti-
tude will be in perfect agreement. In
theory vvery clock in the world will strike
some one of the twenty-four hours at the
same jnstant, and. there will be perfect
synchronism with the minutes and scconds
everywhere around the globe.
