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The Theosophical Society is not a secret or
golnw_nl organization. It was founded in New
ork in t87s, Its ptinciple aim and object is
the formation of a nucleus of Universal Brother-
hood, without any distinctions whatever Its
subsidiary objects are the study of ancient and

modern religions, philosophies, and sciencesé -

and the dentonstration of the importance o
such study; and the investigation of the unex-

lained laws of natureand the ssychical powers
atent in man,

Every member has the right to believe or
disbelieve in any religious system or philo-
sophy, and to declare such belief or disbelief
without affecting his standing as a member of
the Society, each being required to show that
tolerance for the opinions of others which he
expects for his own.

The following proclamation has been adopted
by the Society:

“*The Theosophical Society in America, by
its Delegates and Members in Convention
assembled, does hereby prociaim fraternal good
will and kindly feeling towards all students
of Theosophy and members of ‘I'heosophical
Societies, wherever and however situated.

It further proclaims and avers its hearty
sympathy and association with such persons
and organizations in all 'heosophical matters,
except those of Government and Administra-
tion, and invites their correspondence and
<o-operation.

“*To all men and women of whatever Caste,
Creed, Race or Religious Belief, whose inten-
tions aim at the fosteving of peace, gentleness
and unselfish regard one for another, and the
acquisition of such knowledge of Man and
Nature as shall tend to the clevation and
advancement of the Muman Race, it sends
most {riendly greeting and frecly proffers its
services,

*It joins hands with all Religions and Re-
ligious Bodies whose cffort is directed to the
purification_of men’s thoughts and the better-
ing of their ways, and avows its harmony
therewith.

““To all Scientific Socicties and individual
searchers after Wisdom, upon whatever plane
and by whatever righteous means pursued,
it is and wiil be grateful for such discovery
and unfoldment of Truth as shall gerve to
announce and confirm A Scientific Basis for
Ethics, X

**And, lastly, it invites to its membership all
those who, sceking a higher life hereatter,
would learn to know the Path to tread in this.”
