A LITTLE 'girl connected with the American
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METHODS FOR MISSION BAND WORK.

N planing the work for our Mission Bands and
Cirdles we must keep in mind the two aims viz: first,
to develop a missionary spirit; second, to raise moncy

{0 aid in sending the glad tidings to heathen lands
The firsl of these is by far the most important one, for
when we have @ missionary spirit, or in other words, the
spirit of Christ, we will do all in our pewer to forward
1lis work in every part of the world.

“How can we interest our Band members®™ is a ques-
tion which presents itself {o every Band worker. Realiz-
ing that no one can he inferested in a matter about
which he knows nothing, our first effort should be {o
give a general knowledge of the work carried on by our
W. M. 8. With a map of the world before us teach the
varivus mission fields in connection with our work,

their names, locations and the number of workers in
each field. It would be interesting lo tell how the work
was started in each place, if such information could be
obtained.  DBut at least cach member should know the
nares of the countries where our missionaries ave.

*Then it scems to be the best plan to chose one field
for special study during the year, learning everything
possible aboul 1t; the size, population and climate of the
country; customs and civilization of its people; its chief
towns and indusirics.

Let cach child make an outline map of the country,
some of the older ones making a large one for the wall.
In this map mark only the mission stations, placing
above each one the date or year in which work began
there. After this is done, take one station at a time,
learn the names of the missionaries senf there by our
Woman’s Missionary Society, and what form the work
takes,whether industrial, school, orphanage or evan-
gelistic work alone. After the missionaries’ names aie
learned, the children feel in a manner acquainted with
them. and it is much easicr for them to get items for
the meetings, and they will watch quite cagerly for
names they know.

Last winter in our Circle we studied Japan in the
manner described, and found it quite successful. We
selected Japan for our venture because Miss Veazy was
living within two miles of us, and had promised us an
afternoon.

For varicty, some days {hrough the year, might be
devoted to sewing of some kind, or other manual work
which suggesis itself. Songs or recitations by members
of the Band, are appreciated; but these should come
before the lesson, and should not appear too often. We
should ever keep in the minds of all the object of our
meelings.

A good wey to enceurage seripture reading among
the members is to have a verse of scripture repeated by
cach. at roll call, and surely this will help our young
people to cateh the spirit of the great Master, whe went
about “doing good.”
