established laws for the working of this globe, bo must
bave adhored 1o their principles, as bo himself could
not have been their first violator. Now, do vou sup-
pose there isany difference in the birth and grovith of
animals.and of man ? And are there any accounts of
the-creation of any ammal as man was created ?  Now
this man was created, as we were all ereated, trom the
samg causes, «nd their action has not been changed or
altered sinco the world was fushioned.?

TLat is to say, tlero was a «imo when tins world was
made, and the first man had a father and a mother hiko
ourselves.  Unfortonately. it is.abpist-this figst nan’s fa-
ther that we ape seeking information. \Vell, here it is.

They
are simply in another ¢ sphere,” shere it scems they
caltivate the land, raise wheataud pumpkins, manufac.
ture cloth, make pantaloons and petucoats, dress and
undress, doze, dream, ca, sleepand dank, and porform
thc necessary functions thence resulting.

Thus Swedenborg, very much 1n the same style in
which ho spoke while on carth, informs Messrs. Dexter
and Edmonds: ¢ The new spirit citen finds it necessary
to shelter its body from the sun or storm j not because
{t gives pain, or that it would induce sicknessor discase
to expose its body to all tho vanationsof temperature,
bot that its pleasutes ara enhanced by us comphance
with all tha laws of nature. Conscquently it crects its
babitation and clothes iy bady, aud looks out for tke
means of sustaining its strength, or rether of providing
for its appetite’—Page 197,

And again: ¢ We occupy carth—tavgible, postive
carth—as much as your carth ; but the advanced stato
of both spirit and locality renders it unnecessary forus
to labor ~uch to obtain food for the support of our bo-
dics. * c bave trees—real trees, and flowers, and
mountains, and riversand rocks, and everytbing wate-
rial.'—P. 175, .

On another occasion, when tho session had been prov
longed unul after midaight, Mr. Edmonds tells us ho
inquired if the spirits ever slecp 2 To which thero
came. a cozy reply:—* Sleep# Cerltainly, judge.—
How can our bo:lies support the wear and tear of lifo
without sleep? DBut the ncarer I approach thoso I
love, the moro I identify mysclf with their present fecl-
ings. ThusIfcel inclined to-night to be cozy with you
two, &c.—P. 163,

It is not strange that, while meditating upon such
abominably gross absurditics, Mr. Edmonds should re-

vort to Dlohamwmed and lus luxurioks paradise of tug-
ctous fruits and pretyy women.  Accordingly ono nighs
when ho was in hus ubrary, and his special friead, the
spirit of Dacon, anoounced bus presonce, he had the
curiosity to inquire, * Whore is Mobammed ?* To
which Mr. Edmondssays Lord Bacon rephied, + Where
bo is I know not, but perhapshe 13:n the beaattul
gardens which he has so graphically desenitied. At
any ratg, thore is somo trath in what ho' has taugnt, —
P, 158.

Tho fact that these * vimons’ are hallucioations,~for
wo arc unwilling to supposo them impositions,—produ-
ced by a morbid state of tho physical aystem, is abun-
dautly demonstrated by tho inconsistencies and absur-
dities jn which thoy abound, Perheps tho hest way
of treating them i3 to indicate theso featuzes of terres-
tial urigin, and leave them then to take caro of them-
selves.

But at the same time it is woll that Christian men
should remember that tho ¢ oracles’ themselves aro on-
tiro infidels, and that instead of * Spirit Rapping’ being
a collateral and tolerablo bobby,which can be cater-
tained in perfect cousistency with at loast nominal
Christianity, it is entircly in the bands of men who are
gow professtd and prosolytizing infidels.—En, Erig.
