PUNISHING A cumolowsr

The N’ezocastlc Chronicle glves the follow-
ivg description of the scene-which took placae |
in the Town Hall, Newcastle, when Mr. Ash-
toztl Dilke attempted to address his constitu.

' The junior member for Newcastle appeared
before his constituents yesterday -evening .at
the Town Hall, bis intention being to deliver |
‘an address upon home and foreign -affairs.

minutes after seven .o’clock, and his appear-
ance was the signal for a demonstration of a
most unusual kind, - Lhe gentlemen on the
platform rose to their feef, cheered, and
waved their hats and handkerchiefs, whilst.a
proportion of those in the body of the hall
8]s0 spplanded him loadly, but & largs num-
ber of the andience met these tokems of
approbation hy & storm of howling, hissing,
and cries of % No Coerclon,” and. the noise
lagted for some time.

The chair was taken by Mr. J. W, Pea-se,
2! Pendower, who briefly addressed the meet-
«0g, and asked for an attentive hearing for
Mr. Dilke.

" Mr. Dilke then ross to address the mesting,
bat his rising was the signal for an outburst
of interruption to which the previous uproar
was but a trifle. The rounds of cheexing set
up by the supporters of the hon. gentleman
were soon drowned by the noise of shouts
snd hisses which came from those geated in
the body of the hall. Catcalls and whistles
were blown, eand a couple of pigeons were let
off; whilst cries of * How about your pro-
mises ?* # No Coercion,” and * Backsbot,”
raug through the place. Three cheers were
given for Mry. Pamnell, and thres for. Mr.

Joseph Cowen, the enthuelesm of the response
to each appeal being tremendous, 'The in-
terruption continued with scarcely a moment's
cessation for eight minuotes, and the chances
of Mc. Dilke obtaining a hearing from the
audience were by that time clearly so remote
that & number of the ladies and gentlemen
from the side. elevations left the hall. A
slight 1ull in the storm then took place, and
Mr. Dilke safzed the opportunity to com-
mencs speaking, but no sooner had he atter-
ed the words ¢ ladies and gentlemen" than
the uproar was redoubled in violence, and
not another gyllable could be heard. In
several parts of the room men concerned in
making the uproar addressed the people
round about them in explanation of the part
they were taking in the proceedings, and at
one time quite half a dozen little meetings
were being held in different places, The
speakers accused Mr. Dilke of having support-

ed the coercion policy of the Government,

and one young fellow who epoke from the
front benches added that ¢ nearly thres hun-
dred Irishmen were at this moment held in
prison without trial ; that these men could
not get a hearing ; and that nntil they could
got B hearing, Mr, Dilke should not be
heard,” This eentiment was hailed with en-
thusiastio applause from the interrupting
patty, who recommenced opetationg with re—
doubled force the moment the hon. gentle-.
man on the platform showed the elightest
aign .. of opening his mouth.. Despite the
uproar, the greatest good-bumor prevailed
No one [nterfered
personally: with the interruptors,. who . cou-

fined themselves to their set plan of prevent-
ing the speaker from bseing heard, and to
justifying- their actior -to.the peOple round
about them. - -

At length the. Oheumen stepped to’ the

.dront of the platiorm and attempted to allay

the gtorm., He was understood to ask that.
Mr. Dilke be allowed to proceed, and. to
assure the audlence that they really could not
know what that gentleman was about to eay. -
The rejoinder to this appeal wasan incrense
of the uproar ‘in the body of the hsll, very
many' ¢f the audience rising to their feet;
whilst others mounted on to the ceats in
order the better to see - what was going on in
the litile gatheringa tHat were being held in
varioug places. The Chalrman begged that
tbe people would take their seats, bot no
attention was paid to him, and the scene pre-
gentsd by the hall at this moment was per-
fectly indescribable. Chsers wers given for
Mr. Barry, M.P., for John Dillon, and fo¢
Miss ‘' Parnell, end these were met by counter
chesta for Mr. Dilke. On the platform Mr.

‘Among our polltlcisne in‘Montreal there is
NOW great’ rejoicing bacaneo 6F the Judgment
rendered by the Privy Council in England, in
the stamp act question. These gentlomen
contend that the Supreme Court at Ottawn is
always showing a tendency to restrict the
powers of the Provincial Legislatures, and to
assimilate in ag much as they could the
fanctions of the Provinclal authorities to
those of a grend Munivipal Councll,
thereby introducing the centralization
system, and referring all the great interests
of the country to the authorifies at Ottawa.
Thus the Supreme Court are always inclined
to decide that any law affecting, even in the
remotest degree, commercial questions was of

u

ment, and could not in Bny way be legislated
upoa by the Provincial legislatures, and they
went so far as to say that it was an interfer-
ence With commerce to impose the obliga-
tion of stamping papers in commercial cases.
This excludad from the domain of Provincial
politics sources of revenue which legitimately
shonld beloag to {t, and subjectof legislation
which foll - within' the juriediction of the
eeperute‘ governments of the Province.

- Jau the same spirit it was contended that
marciage laws were within the jnrisdioifon
of the Dominion Parliament,while in the opin-
ion ;of the antonomists marriage laws were
to be governed by local inactments. For
that reason they always contanded that Mr.

inion Parllament for a law to ' authorize
mairiages with a decensed wife's sister, The
decision of the Privy  Council sets
at rest the first gnestion, and they
contend that this decision indlracily decides
the second in favor of Provincial or Btate
rights. This question of State rights was loog
contested Inthe United States and led to the
most brilliant debates of Congress ; in Oanada
it has a similar Importance and is one of the
questiona of the future, which will be fiercely
debated, and upon which it i3 necessary that
pntriots should have clear ideas, firm convlc.
