LospoN, Aug. 18,—Theze was a violent
gcene in Parllament on Monday night, recall-
iog to mind the conflicts of the Forster

riod. The Irish members denoupced in
gcathing Ianguage the abominable condunct of
the Government, the sdministration of the
law in 1reland, the packing of jurles, and the
briblng of infamons scoundrels and zelf-con-
{essed murderers to swear away the llves of
jnpocent men. The conflict, carrled on me-
til three o'clock in the morning, arces on the
votes to pay the expenses of the prosecntion
in the Pbeenix Park trisls and of the other
prosecutions under the Coerclon Act. The
English papers of this morning comment 6a
the scenes In the Honse in virnlent lylng
articles entirely misrepresenting the objsot
of the Irlsh members. Uomparative calm
waa restored during last night’s sesslon.

IMPORTANT IBIEH VICTORIES.

The Irish party have won two victorles of
wide-reaching importance, TheReglstration
Bl paased throogh committee. This meass
are will secure nine-tenths of the Irlsh repre-
gentation to the Parnellites in the next Par-
liament. It Is rumored thatthe Lords intend
to throw the BIlil ¢ut, which will be a moat
dapgerous game for them, The Tramways
Blil was read & second time. Thiais a most
extraordinary measure—a gort of Omnibus
Blll, 1% guarantees two per cent on s loan
of ten million doliars to develop the tamway
gystem through the poor dlstricts of Ireland;
gives $250,000 s8 & gift to support Mr. Par-
nell’s migration echeme; gives $250,000 to
help the emigration cleues; and amends the
Land Act so as to ensble companies to pur-
chase estates In ths Landed Estates Court
and make resale to tenante, the govern-
ment advancing 75 par cent. ot the purchage
monsy. The Bill practicaliy beginsa system
for establishing psesant propristary by Btate
ald, Themigration clause was inserted uc-
der Mr, Parneli‘a threat to oppose the pase-
8ge of the emlgration scheme pure and &lm-
ple. The measure Is regarded as s great trl-
umph for the Parnellita party. It will confer
solid advantages on the people.

A divislon was finally reached
und the clanse was adopted by 111 to 20,
The prlson clause was then taken up and
met with like opposition, Mr. Parnell in a
vigorous speech opposed the clause, clalming
that tha treatment of political prlsoners under
its working Inthe past wes brutal and iz-
buman, apd that the claunse inthe present
bill in no way modified the law now In
operatiop, but, if anything, added to its harsh-
pess. Messrs. Healy, T. P. O'Connor and
Sullivan followed, protesting against the
treatment to which untried prisoners were
gubjected in Irish gaols. Mr. Harrlngten
gave an accourt of his own trestment while
fo prigon. 8ir Willlam Harcourt, replying
for the Goveroment, said that the condition
of affalrs in Irelend made It 1mpossible to
ellow visitors to have access to unmtrled
prisoners. The clauss was adopted.

The clause in tho Irlsh Tremway Blll de-
votlog £50,000 of the Church Surplus for mi-
gration In Ireland was adopted in the House
of Comatons this evening.

Mr. Forster, formerly Ohlet Secrefary for
Ireland, speaking at Devonport last evenlng,
strongly urged the necessity of emigration
for Ireland. There were thousands of hard
working farmers there who longed to go to a
country whers they could live without belng
terrorized. Mr, Forster approved of the
scheme for migration in Ireland.

Dusniv, Aug. 17.—Mr. Davitt In an address
nt Donegal strongly condemned the emigre-
tion measures which were belng taken by the
Britieh Government #nd being alded by Irish-
men who misunderstood thelr necessary re-
gults. The couniry was large enough and
rich enough, he esid, to snpport its owa, and
to depopulate the conntry by {nducing whole-
sale emigration was to end forever the poe-
sibility of securing homs ruls. Tne Land
Act had been a most lamentable failure and &
direct injury to the country. He advoosted
earnestly the sobeme of migration, whioh
would keep the peopleat homs and improve
thelr condition.

BrooxLyx, August 20, —It will be remem-
bered that the chief witness agalnst Kenward
Philp, of this city, in the Morey letter oage
was James McDermoit, the British spy and
informer. The accusation agalnet Philp, who
was charged with having forged the letter,was
subsequently shown to be baseless. The fol.
lowing affidavit, sworn to to-day, sbeds a
oignificant light on MoDarmott's character as
well as on those of the politiclans who, from
partizan snds, sought to blast the life of an
{nnocont man:

I am a journal-
st by profession, That, just previous to

square, He knew me to be a frlend of Mr,
Kenward Philp, a fellow journalist, He (the
aald McDermott) thare and then etated tome
concerning the ssld Phlip and the Morey
letter a8 follows: That - he  did
not blame Kenward Philp for belng at
enmity with him aad not recognizlog him on
the street when they met; and, further, that
when he (AoDermott) gave hia evidence in
the Morey letter case during the Presldentisl
canvags of General Garfield he (McDermott)
knew that Philp did not write the Morey
letter ; and, farther, that the reason why he
(MoDarmott) swore that Phllp wrote the
Morey letter was that 1 was simply a quet-
tion as to whether Gaifisld oc Philp should
be eacrificed al the time in the prewises, and
that he had to sacrifice Philp.

CIECUXSTANCES WHICH SEOW THAT TER INFORMER
) WAS BYTEMATICALLY TBACKED,

+. 7Doexell 1s sald to be woll known to sov-
eri{ Irfshmen now resident in Londor, says
tha Eche of that clty, as hsving been concern-
ed in the Fenlan cousplracy of 1866 end 1867.
He 15 stated to have had a command 1n the
final stouggle with the Irish constabulary at
Tallaght. He  was employed as a house
painter In Doblin, and on the collapse
of the Feninn outbreak he made his
escape to England. For some months he
worked at Preston, but before the end of the
year 1867 ho emigrated to Amerlca, where, 1t
{s eaid, ho was warmly received &y the Ferisn
leaders. When Carey and the other members
of the Invinelbles were axreated on the charge
of having committed the Phcenix Park mur-
ders, O'Donnell was sent over from New York
to Dublin ss chief of a number o! msn who
were to watch the course of events, and it Is
belfeved that he aoted under the directlon ot
Tyusn, who wee known to him only as No. 1.
O'Donnell, whila in Dablip, kept aloof from
his ¢ld acquaintancer, and ostenelbly eked
out s livelihood by saelling phofozrepns,
mostly of celabrated Irish-Americsns.

On James Carey turning approver & watch
wag get upor Lis house night snd day, and
everything that was done by apy member of
his family was carefully watched aud noted.
This was cepeclally the case after the trials
in Dublin, end C'Donuell, the night before
leavlag Loudon, Informed some of Lis old
Irish iriends assembled In a public houss at
Great Tower street, that ke had travelled from
Dublin t> London with Mra. Carey and her
chlidren. Ho sald nothipg a8 to ber destina-
tion, but intimated that he waa ¢ golng to
South Africa on an important mission, and
that he would be accompanied by amnother
man to see that the work was done all right.”
The opinion of O'Donneld’s Loadon f{riends,
who then little smepected what bis ** mission”
wag, {3 that he was imperatively bound by
some Becrot socleily to take Carey's lifs, eise
he would not bave dene 8o at the time and
place he dld,

The lrish police authorltles, it is stated,
ialled frcm the very first in thelr attempts to
'.eop the movementa of the informer atter the
conclusion of the trials a cecret from his ene-
mles. It appeara he crogsed over from Dub-
lin to London, Jone 29, On board the steamer
a person who had known Carey well pene-
trated his disgulee, and several persons om
board the steamer talked of Lie presence
smong them. At Holyhoad the two plaip-
clotbes detecilve officers who accoempanied
him managed to get bim Into the London
traln withont exciting the obssrvation of
the other passengers, The person who
first recognized Carey, and Wwho alco
knew the detectlves well, noticed that
when the traln arrlved at Willer-
den Junction Carey and the two detective of-
ficers took their departure togetber, it was
believed, in a cab. The same night it was
known, or at least reporied, in Westminster
that Carey had besn lodged In Scotland Yard.
The pext day he was taken to Newgate, whure
he remslned Gatil be left this country. Two
¢ays after he wa3 removed from Daublin the
Irish suthoritles telegraphed $o Bcotland
Yard that a brother of Joe Brady had booked
by a London and Northwestern ateamer from
North Wall for Lozdon, and to Keep close
watch on his movements, It is belleved that
the London deteotives met Joe Brady’a brother
on hig arrival at Eustop, and kept hlm un-
der strict survelllance. These facts were
wall knowa In Irish Nationaliat circles at the
time, '

On the evening of the 20thot June Iasta
momber of the Daublin Metropolitan police
left the North-wall by the steamer for Holy-
kead in care of two little boys, stated to be
Carey's children, By the ame steamer there
travalled & tall, middle-aged man, who was
seen off by = namber of male friends. He wss
of the artiaan class, but juiging from his atal-
wart bear!ng he had received a military traiz-
Ing of somse sort ; one of his arme was withered
and uselesa.

TERRIBLE POWDER BXPLOSIONS

DE-

THR MILLS OF THE ACADIA POWDER CO.
MOLIEED— A RAILWAY TRAIN BLOWN UP
KILLING BEVERAL MEN.

Havtrax, Aug. 17.—~Two mills aud the
storehouse of the Acadla Powdsr Co, eltuated
near Waverly, 13 miles outside of this city,
were blown up between two and thrse o’clook
this afternoon. Henry McEwap, an assistaut
foreman, wag instantly killed, and Rawley
Smith and Charles Miller, two cther em-
ployees, seveicly Injared, McEwan had just
entersd the bullding, when those in the
vioinity hesrd him striking somethlng with s
hammer or other heavy instrument. Hardly
.two blows had besn struck when the explo-’
_slon ovourred, tesring the bullalog to plecos
and hurling McEwan's 1lfaless body twenty
"yarda away. The only portions of the place
1ot standing were two immense wheele, the
.great welght of which preventad. thelr bsing
.moved, azd the heavy frame of ths bulldlng,
-A ssoond after the first exploslon a small

of powder, and sitnated about fifty Jfest
away, went up, followed saveral msments
later by the QOorning mill, in which was the
most valuable machinery, and by the destrac-
tion of which the greatest loss occurs. The
two latter buildings were blown to atoms, the
wooden splinters covering an sarea of gronnd
o quarter of a mils equare. The Injarles of
Smith, who I8 a colored man, are not expsoted
to prova fata’, but he and Miller ac well, will
be lald up ssveral months. Nelther of the
two mlllg destroyed contalned any quantity of
powder, that which caused the explosions be-
ing about the floor and clinglng to the wooden
walls. Had the drying reoms of the works,
o short distance away, gone up, there would
have bsen an explosion of three toneof pow-
der. An fnquest was held this evenlng on
the remalns of McEwau, when a vexdict was
returned in aocordance with the facts given.
McEwan wag 45 years old, and leaves a wife
snd nine children. He had been employed
by tte Acadia Powder Company abont ten
yeare, a3d was cousldered a most rellable
hand, belng given entirs charge of the mill
in which he met his dezth. )

Lrxingron, Ky, Aug.17.—The Mount Bler-

180 into the rear car of a traln on the Ken-
tucky Central on the Winchester croesing thts
morning and exploded 400 xegs of glant pow-
der.

A BISHOP'S THREAT.

HOW MGR, LUGAAN WOULD PAY NO BENT WITH-
OUT A LEABE—HIS LORDSHIP THREATENS TO
BLOW UP TOE PARISH CEDRCH.

A correspondent of the Phtladelphls [ress
writes from Loughree, County Galway, Ire-
land :—On the route of my walk is a [ittle
Qathbolic Ckurch, about two or thrse miles
from town, whose history forms a little
chapter all by fitself in landlordiem as
practised in Ireland and maintained
by England. About twenty years asgo a
Catholic peasant had a thirty-three yesr lease
of n few acres. The land belonged to the
Clenricarde estate. He pald 10 shilllngs
(32 50) per acre for it annually. He donated
cnec-guarter of an acre to the Bishop at
Loughrea for a Cathollc church. The little
lot was walled cff nicely and a very pretty
chapel . erected. Seven years ago the l=sse
ran out. Tho orlginal lease-holder bad dled
previously, and & new bishop, the predernt
Right Rev, Dr. Duggan, had besn icstalled.
The late agent, Mr. Blake, went to Blshop
Daggan and sald he would have to charge
him rent for the gquarter acre of ground the
chapel was on,

s All right” eald the bishop; «and now
that ihe orlglnal lessec le dead I aball want
to get n lease of the ot in iny own name.”

« You know that Lord Olanricarde (that 1g
the present lord) will give no leasss,” aatd
tha agent, who, by-the-by, was n Catholic.

honey, was released upon the expirationof his
term yesterday. As he bade the offiolals fare-
well and thanked them for their courtesy, he
intimated that he wns glad to leave them and
stepped Ioto the boat with a lght heart. He-
croesed to the New York side of the river
where ho wag met by an old attache of hlapa.
per and at once came dowa town ¢o his office.
A large depntation would have met bim on
his discharge from the Islund, but when the
committee having the mstter in charge con~
gulted bim on the sabjsct last Sunday in his
coll, Mr, Devoy emphatically disccuraged
any publio demonstratien.

Later in the day Mr, Devoy was found by a
Star Teporter bard at work at a desk plled
high with pspers.
