I know that the
tlme of the teacher is limited, but atlll he oan
don great deal to interast his puplls in the
aubject, in a very short time.

Bifore Introducing the text-book to the
olase, the tescher by famillar conversations
with his puplle, should lend them to tolly
understand rach terms as mensrch, parlia-
ment, laws, &2., referring them to the text-
book for particulars.

Then when the olamn has acquired a falrly
vorreat idea of those terms, he can take up
tuch names as Oaractaons, Boadlops, Alfred
the Great, &c., grouping all the Important
-gvents of the perlod to which eaoh belonga
around these centres, Some teachers little
jmagine what an Interest oan be awakened In
pupils, by teaching In this way.

Suppose for Instance that we wish to teach
a lesaon on ths Orpsades, Begln by baving
Palestine pointed out on the map, and fully
described, The following questions or othera
sim!lar will suggest themaelves to the thought-
ful teacher :—

Who held possession of Palestine atthis
time ? Why was Jerusalem consldered Impor-
tant? What nations were leagned together
1n theas wurs ? Describs the Ssvacens I Traoe
the routa of the Ornsaders ? What were the
effects of the Orueades on Britain ?

This would form subjeot matter for one
goodleanon, Then the followlrg night roquire
the puplls to wrlte eut a full aoconnt of the
gruuudas, and examino the olaes on the next

ay. .

The study of Geography may also be made
a valasble naxiliary to tho teachlng of history
In fact one 1s the twin sister of the other
Just as In the onre of Compoeition and Gram-
mar, Thae names of such placos as Athelney,
Calals, Waterloo, Orimen &o, have each their
acoompanying atorles, and in this manner not
only oan the oltuation of the place be fixed
In the pupll’s memory, but also all the parti-
culars of the history ef the place.

DREN IN CHBIST—On the 6sh of Novembar,
1789, His Holiness Pius VI lseued a bull
orenting the hlerarchy of the Catholic Ghuzch
o the United States, snd appointing Rev.
John Carrell the first Bishop of Baltimore,
whose epiecopal jariediction extended over al!
the territory then comprized in the Federal
Union,

s Ha was sonsecrated In the chapsl of Lul-
worth Castle, in England, by the venerable
Bishop Walmealey, Vicar Apostelicof the Lon-
don District, on the 15th of August, 1790,
snd soon afterward: he set out for Balti-
more, where be arrived on the 7th of Dacem-
ber. Afrer occupying thls ase for o quarter
of u cantury he died, full of years and merits,
Dacember 3, 1815, in the eighty-firat yuar of
his aRe,

“0g Snpduy, the 10th of Novemh~r nexy,
and on the two daye following, the o:o bun.
dreth anuiversary of the establishmeat of the
Cathelic bierarchy in the United States will
be celcbrated in Baltimors with appropriato
religlous and oclvic festivities, Wo cannot,
denrly beivved brethren, take a retrospective
view of that memorable event and of the
contury now drawing %o a clese without
wingled feelinge of gratitude to God for the
wonderful things He has wrought throngh
Hia servants who have gone before us, and
rest trom their labors, and aleo of a profeund
egense of the reeponsibliity that devolves upon
us to emulate the virtues of our fathers in
the faith, :

“When Bishop Carroll was consecrated, in
1790, the entire population of the United
States was a littie lesa than four millions,

Penneyivanls, Georgetoxn College, just then
founded, was the only Catholio aeat of loarn-
ing in the country.

Thanks to
the blessings of an overruling Providence, snd
to the benefizent character of our clvil and
polftical institntions, tae population of the
Ualted States has grown within a century
fcom four to aixty-five millions of people, np
bappy and contented as any that move on the
fuce of the carsh.

schoola, There are 520 hospitala nnd orphan

when he was retired {rom offics by Presldent
Arthur, His euccessor, Mr. Frolinghuyssn,
guvo an unuyualified negative to a guarded
suggesticu to him. saying that he wiehed
netther to hear tho details nor seo the evl-
dences, and intinating that nothing short of
u direct appreach from the Government of
Huwalor forinal actlon of Qonpress would in-
duce him to take the subjuct into serfous con-
elderation.
