ARreA or Lanp vxper Graiw Crors.—The follow-
ing is no extract fram a lengtheved notice of the pro-
spects of thig year's barvest in Ireland, publighed in
the Northern Whig of yesterday. 'The statistics thus
gupplied are curious rad not without some interesi:
—w[t is very remarkable that, ap to the present
yeur, ihc area of Ireland’s grain lands bas not reach-
ed thnt atained in 1847,  For four or five yenrs suc-
ceeding that season the value of wheat and oats bud
receded to & ratio value under the remmuuerative
point, the nutural resuits of which wasto cause large
tracts of soil, pravioualy kept in corn, to ke throwa
ont in grasi. From 1§53 and onwards the prices
aroze, and since thet date furmers have been in re-
ceipt of very fulr prices—three of thoge seasons rung-
ing at Ligh rates for all deacriptions of agricultural
proluce. The year of fumine, succeeding that iu
which the potatoe erop was almostentirely swept off,
showed & breadth of 3,200,000 acres of land under
wheat, oats, barley, beans, nund pessin Ireland, Last
yenr tho same cerenls oceupied only 2,780,000 acres,
showiug a decrease of more than haif & million neres
wheo compared with the area of 1846. We are w0
take into account that, while the potatoe lands of the
one seasun only amounted to 282,000 acres, those of
the last year reached 1,130,000 acres. Aduntting,
bowever, the iuzcreased growth of this favorite escu-
lent, the great falling ol in grain-growing, under »
series of fuvorable yesara of market values, seems
most unaccountable. The Irish farmer has been ris-
ing in circumstances, having been able to cultivate
hiz lands on more scientific principles. Thorough
dramnage has been largely carried onl; usecless funces
have been thrown down down for the purpose of en-
larging fields; a saperior class of cautle is raised,
and the habitutions of the cultivators exhibit marked
improvement.  Remarkable, however, is the fact
that, with such satisfuctory evidences of wmaterial
progress, there should be lesseacd area of land un-
der the plough. lreland's soil is not inferior in pro-
ductive capabilities, even fur wheat, to that of auy io
the world ; nud for oats, putatoes, and such crops, it
is uneqanlled.  The richest lands of Obio do notave-
rge 20 buslels of wheat 1w the nere. Cannda bure-
ly comes up to the same point. France produces
about 15 bushels, and Ruszia averages rather less,. —
Ireland’s wheat lands average about 30 bLushels to
the aere; and yet ont of ler twenty raillion acres of
sucface the total of lnst yenr's wheat lands did not
cover over 580,000 acres, and tbe oats fell over two
millions of weres. Thousnnds of the finest of Ire-
land’s people are annually crossing the seas in search
of new homes, leaving bebind them mines of wealth,
which only require the haad of labor to bring iute
rich productiveness. Out of the gross arca of land
there should be at least 5,000,000 acrea in cereal and
root crops, thas adding to the proceeds of agricultu-
ral riches an annual amgunt cxceeding that of the
golden treasures of the South Pacifie.”

The Harvest work, sava the Tyrawly Herald, has
already made considerable progress, and under the
most favorable influences of the weather. A bright
sun every day brings to perfection the crops, and
cheers the laborers in their exertions at cutting down
the ripe portions. Barley and oats are falling in
every dirzction, and to all appesrance the corn is of
an excellent quality. A shiort continunnce of this
weather will see the lurger portion of the grain crops
ripe and gatbered in. In other particulars of far-
mers' work progress is to be noted. The various tu-
berous suwings are all rapidly advancing to perfec-
tion. The fears enterteined relative to the safety of
the potato appear to be dissipated. When the carly
crop had been affucted, axnd when the leaf commenc-
ed to wither under the eperation of disease, the fear
was that all should go, that neither early or late
woall be safe. Bat these faara have proved grouad-
les3, ns, in the digging of the Iate crop, so far as it
hns yet proceceded—nud we have seen sume of it po-
iug va—the exception is a disensed tuber. The pub-
lic mind is very brogyant, and we trust grateful at
glis jrospercus state of things vouchaafed by Provi-

ence,

The weather for the week, says the Clonmel Chron-
icle, hes been propitious for the nerfecting of the
late sown curenis, and the harvest is now nearly all
cut down ia thisloealitys The yield in wheat is ful-
ly an nverage one, but in cats, especially where sow
on low sandy svils, hag proved very deficient. Bar-
ley is a fuir crop, and turnips and mangolds are
tarning out well. The genial and refreshing show-
ers, with alteruate sunsbioe, have much jwmproved
the appearnuce of pasture and afier-grass, which
look ns rich and luxuriant as they ever did under the
invigorating glow of suany Juns. The patatoe erop
i3, we regret 1o state, much demaged, and the fatal
blight is still extending, buta large quantity of it
will bo suved this year. The tubers in early sowa
varietics are quite souud, and we have never known
them Lo be of finer quality, or so thick in the soil.”

The Mayo Constitulion says:—* A large portion of
the oats, wheat, and barley erops has alrendy been
cut down, aod the liarvest in general this season pro-
mises to be the earliest we have had for many years
past.—The crops which have been reaped are, wo
understand, of an average yield, and the grain full
and of o superior quality. The injury inflicted on
the potatoes by the blight has becn most irregular,
in some localities the crops being very slightly da-
mll)llgcg, whilst in other places the injury is consider-
able,

The weather has been very fine during the past
week, says the Siwgo Indepeadent, which has been
tuken advantage of Ly the farmers generally, the
grain crops being cut down in every direction. Tho
accounts from all quarters of the country are most
obeering. Thoe ouly crop rather deficient in guantity
13 tho hay, which is not near so abundant us last
year; we have beard. farmers suy that they refused
£3 103. & ton for the new crop. All the other crops
ure large, and the murkets gonerally are low.

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Prosrsors oF 8mauL Fanuers,—The Dundulle
- Demogrut has the following timely remarks :—* The
Darvest is now nerrly over, and afler. an impartial
survey of the crops, and looking to the state of the
markets asd the prices given for corn, we believa
most of the small farmers will be able to pay no
rent at «1l this year. Tbey crop their land mostly
with barley and oats, and in all the poorer lands in
the country there will be scarcely half a crop 1o re-
ward their toil. Some barley and oats on the foot
were so0ld by auction in this district lately, and tley
realized only about four or five pounds per acre.—
They grew upoa land of nn average quality; so we
may conciude that in poorer districts not wmore than
four or five barrels per ncre will be obtained by the
landholders, We Leard a small farmer telling o
pitiful story in the corn market on 1ast Monday week,
aud we fear that hia is not. o solitary case. [le
stated that he pave £5 rent for an ncre of ground,
in the conacre way, in which turnips ind growa last
year, and cropped it with oats, and the produce was
only four barrels. This, at 125 or 135 per barrel,
would pay for no more than the labor aad sced, so
the poor man las lost £5 by the transaction. There
nre thousands of neres in the lower barony of this
county, and for thirtecn wiles between this town
and Newtownhnnilton, and across the conntry from
that to the town of Monaghan, the corn crops on
which would not pay more than the cost of seed,
labor, nnd tuxes ; and if the poor people be ealied
ot w pay rents, they will be driven to ruin. We,
therefore, appeal to the landlords who own this vast
district of country, on behelf of the poor tenants.—
We think they rliould not be cnlled on Lo pry any
rent this year, for the simple reuson that they are
not able to meet such a demand, ag their crops are
barely sofficient to preserve their own lives, and
kkeep thera from starvation, Rents have Leen well
paid during the last five or six yesrs, nud when,
owing to the want of rain, the earth has refused to
yield its uzunl abundance, we think it is one of the
“duties of property” to let the poor swmall furmers,
for this year, go free. Let us hope thut the lavdlords
will take tbe question into their serions considere-
tion, and rezelve to act in g liberol and kindly apirit
towards their tenants.”

But on Sunday, Aug. 28, the seaboard present-
ed u most striking appearance, being literelly alive
with these fish, both lurge and small; the large ones
seemed evidently 1o be preying on the fry, 23 also
were numbers of deglish ; and at Pouldudl, where
they nppenred most numerous, a very large counger-
eel was slso meking a rich harvest, being in full
chase, and quite distinetly seen securing several,
There were quantities taken and oifered for six-pence
a hundred, but no one scemed to care for them, The
large ones weee u good size sad in good condition.

A
few days mure will settle thus! and if the ship oaly
realizes what the least sanguine of her admirers ex-
pect, the Great Bastern will prove o triumph rs great
in & commercinl point of view as she is already in
an engineering and scientific one.

How long
lnd the Essex poisoning flourisned before the system
was discovered? By nualogy we may conclude that
the detected crimes of secret murder, cspecially of
ranrder by pwison, are bat samples of countless un- -
detected crimes of the like nature. The science of
poisoning seems noww to have been bronght to so
high a point of perfection that its operation ballles
the eyes of ordinary observers. . . . . Our se-
cret murderera earry out their designs with a skill
and a nicety which almost set the aubtlest tests of
our moet eminent chymists at defiance, . ., . ..
Itis to be feared that in the humbler classes of so='"
ciety there are many cases of slow poisoning -which
