Rights of the Slovene and Croat Minorities
1. Austrian nationals of the Siovene and Croat minorities in Carinthiý

Burgenland and Styria shail enjoy the saine rights on equal terms as ail othE
Austrian nationals, including the right to their own organizations, meeting
and press ini their own language.

2. They are entitled to elementary instruction in the Siovene or Crol
language and to a proportional number of their own secondary schools;i
this connexion school curricula shall be reviewed and a section of the InspectoX
ate of Education shail be established for Siovene and Croat schools.

3. In the administrative and judicial districts of Carinthia, Burgenlail
and Styria, where there are Siovene, Croat or mixed populations, the Slove,
or Croat language shail be accepted as an officiai language in addition 1
German. In such districts topographical terminology and inscriptions sha
be in the Siovene or Croat language as well as in Germnan.

4. Austrian nationals of the Slovene and Croat minorities in Carinthii
Burgenland and Styria shail participate in the cultural, administrative an~
judicial systems in these territories on equal terms with other Austrian national

5. The activity of organizations whose aim is to deprive the Croat <C
Siovene population of their miînority character or rights shall be prohibite<

ARTICLE 8

Democratic Institutions
Austria shail have a democratic government based on elections by secre

ballot and shail guarantee to ail citizens free, equal and universal suffrage 2
weil as the right to be elected to public office without discrimination ast
race, sex, language, religion or political opinion.

ARTICLE 9

Dissolution of Nazi Orga'nizatlons
1. Austria shail complete the measures, already begun~ by the enact08ee

o! appropriate legisiation approved by the Allied Commission for Austri'
toi destroy the National Socialist Party and its affiliated and supervised orgafi
izations, including political, mihitary and para-military organizations, on A115
trian territory. Austria shail also continu.e the efforts to eliminate frOe
Austrian political, economic and cultural life all traces of Nazism, to na
that the above-mentioned organizations are not revived in any form, andt
prevent ail Nazi and militarist activity and propaganda in Austria.

2. Austria undertakes to dissolve ail Fascit-type organizationsisti
on its territory, political, ilitary and para-mllitary, and likewise anyOte
or 1ganizations carrylng on activities hostile to any United Nation or whc
lntend to deprive the people of their democratic rights.

3. Austria unetksnot to permit, urnder threat of penial uihO
