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Epstein: That's it. They had called for a truce. 	They set up 

the Truce Supervision Organization shortly following that. 

Before May 14, they were debating this thing and the Arabs 

were making long speeches and the pro-Israelis were making 

long speeches. There was a fellow by the name of Sayre, an 

American Ambassador at the time. All of a sudden there was a 

hush that came over the hall and people were going outside. 

There was a tremendous hubbub outside. Finally, an Arab 

spokesman went up (it may have been Fawzi of Egypt) and 

spoke, "We hear that there has been news that has come out 

that the United States government at six pm (or whatever 

time) tonight recognized the provisional government of 

Israel." The Israelis had
