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Discussions that range too widely over the entire 
subject--or on the other hand--become too precise, all 
result in a virtual denial of the Committee's intention. 
My delegation fears that in this way we risk diminishing 
the prestige of a Committee that deals with the most im­
portant aspect of the work of the United Nations, i,e. 
Human Rights.
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
