
AWARE of dramatic changes in the geostrategic environment and mn the threats
to North Amnerica, as illustrated by the terrorist attacks of September 11, 200 1,in ternis of the nations, non-state actors or terrc>rist groups that might choose tochallenge North American security, the symmetiy and asymmetry of the
weapons and methods they could eniploy, and the trausnational anid global
nature of these threats;

ACKNOWLEDGING that space lias become an important dimension of
national interest and lias become an increasingly significant component of mosttraditional niilitary activities, and that a growing number of nations have
acquired or have ready access to space services that could be used for strategic
and tactical purposes against the interests of Canada and fihe United States;

REALIZING that a shared understanding and awareness of the activities
conducted i their respective maritime approaches, maritime areas and inland
waterways, icluding thxe capacity to identify vessels of potential interest, are
critical to their ability to monitor, control, and respond to thoeats so that their
shared security is ensured;

RECOGNIZING that thxe non-militaiy air and maritime activities associated
with drug traflkcking and other illegal. transnational activities are a tbreat to their
national security;, and

DESHUING to ensure that their respective and mutual defense requirements are
met i the current and projected geostrategic circunistances;
