A royal commission bas been appointed to in-
quire into the existing situation respecting radio
broadcast.ng in Canada, and to miake recoin-
mendations to the governanent as to its future
administration, management, cojitrol, an mxan-
cing.

Since the close of the -last session, there bas
been a marked developinent of the provision
for direct persontal contact in the discussion of
inter-imperial and foreign affaire. The High
Commiissioner for Hie Majesty's governiment i:.
the Unilted Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireiand took up bie djuties at Ottawa
in Septeanher. The Japanese legation was
established at Ottawa in Juiy under a Chargé
d'Affaires, sud the French legation at Ottawa
in November on the arrivai of the Minister of
France. The Canadian legation in Paris waa
opened at the end of September, and stepas are
b e 1g taken for the eariy establishment o! the
Canaian legation at Tokyo. The more effect-
ive consultation provided by the peraonai con-
tacts thus estabiished wiil, it is beiived, serve
materiaàily to advance the common interesta
concerned, and .to promote u.nde'retanding a.nd
good-wiii in our inter-imperial and interna-
tional relations.

The Muiti-lateral Treasty for the Renunciation
of War, which was signed on behalf of Canada
on Auguet 27, wiii be submitted for your ap-
proval; also a convention between the United
States and Canada providing for the preserva-
tion of the scenic values o f Niag ara Falla.

Among other Tneasures to which your con-
sideration will be invited, wiil be certain
amendments to the Dominion Elections Act, the
Companies Act, the Fisheries Act, the Narcotic
Drug Act, and the Act Respecting Teclinical
Educatàon.

HIS MAJESTY THE KING

MESSAGE 0F THANKFUrLNFES AT PROMISE OS'
COMPLETE RECovERY

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister): It will be generally con-
ceded that the past twenty years bave been
the most eventful in the history of the
modern world, if not in ail history. How
mucb within that period of time the unity
and concerted action of the British common-
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wealth of nations bas been due to the position
and per.sonality of the reigning sovereign,
we are only just beginning to understand.
Let me make mention of but three particulars.

In the Great war is Majesty King George,
in virtue of bis bigh office and bis own per-
son-al example, stood as the symbol of the
commun effort of ail its parts. Hie was the
r&lving centre of ail the forces ftLat, in His
Majesty's name, and in the name of British
liberty, fought for a larger freedom. As other
tbrones were overthrown, bis throne became
the more firmiy estaýblished.

In the difficuit post-war period o! recon-
struction, when goverrnments came and went,
and many constitution-al changes were effected,
His Majesty again, in virtue of his under-
standing, and wisdom, his steadfastness and
composure, and his bigh office as head of the
state, stood as the embodiment o! an un-
wavering constitutional authority in Great
Britain and beyond the seas.

In war and peace alike, in virtue of his
broad democratic sympath-ies and his neyer-
fa.iling sense o! duty, King George has ever
worked witb his people, as well as for tbem.
Their fortunes have been bis, and bis Vbeirs.
No sovereign bas ever been so largély in
personsa touch with bis people and their
many interests. There bas neyer been a more
democratic sovereign for a hetter king.

Is iýt auy wonder, then, that when, two
months or more ago, it seemed as if the
Angel of Deatb were about to enter the royal
chamber, there camne to British peopies, in ahi
parts of the world, a consciousness o! whM~
the living presence of Ring George bas meant
to the empire over wbicb be bas reigned in
this momentous epoch, and the sense of wbat
the persoual and world loss would be were be
to be taken away?

Neyer bave the minds and heurts o! the
Britisb peoples heen drawn more closeiy
together than dtaring the weeks and months
in whiob. they b-ave shared the anxieties of
the Royal Household, and at nu time since

is Maiesty's accession to the tbrone bave
the feelings oc! love and devotion on the part
o! Ris ,Majesty's subjects found deeper or
more umiversal expression than in the course
o! the long illness wbicb 'is Majesty bas
been called upon to. endure. In no part of
the British commionwealth. bas solicitude been
greater than in our own Dominion.

It is therefore with pro!ound tbank!uiness
!md, indeed, witbh rai oicing tbat, as we re-
assemble, we are able eo bope for the comn-
plete recovery of ie Maj esty. Uf tjhis
happily is the case, I feel that we should
pause to psy a tribute to the skill of tbe
