SUGGESTED REVIEW BY STANDING COMMITTEE 0F INTEREST

RATE POLICY MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Don Blenkarn (Mississauga South): Madam Speaker, I
rise under tbe provisions of Standing Order 43. Tbe govern-
ment's bigb interest rate policy bas resulted in interest rates in
Canada 4 to 5 per cent bigber tban those in tbe United States.
For example, tbe Bank of Canada rate is 18.95 per cent, tbe
Euro-dollar rate is 14.5 per cent. Tbis government's T-bills are
quoted at 18.55 per cent; American T-bills are 13.53 per cent.
Banker's acceptance money for 30 days in Canada is quoted at
18.9 per cent; in the United States at 14.35 per cent. First
mortgages in tbe United States are 16 to 16.5 per cent, and
Americans deduct tbe interest from tbeir income taxes. Candi-
ans pay 21 per cent and more witbout relief. I tberefore move,
seconded by tbe bon. member for Vancouver Centre (Miss
Carney), tbe same motion moved in a previous session by the
bon. member for Windsor West (Mr. Gray):

Tisat tis House immediately order its Standing Committee on Finance, Trade
and Economic Affaira to undertake an immedjate review of the interens rate
policy of this government and of tise Bank of Canada, and that for this purpose

the Governor of the Bank and the Minister of Finance appear before it to expiais
their actions.
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
