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thing. If in any way it would chance to be help-
ful for me to run down to Montreal, I shall do so.
I intend in any case to visit Burope this summer

on benalf of the Congresse. In the meantime, I have
to make a rush trip to the United States to secure
lecturers for The Royal Canadian Institute for next
winter. Mail addressed to The Royal Cansdian In-
stitute will pbe forwarded to me.

Trusting that this Congress business
has not worried you too much, and harbouring a secret
hope that there will be no occasion to trouble you
further with it.
