Olfer yoursi^lf entirely to God; and though you have no-
thing to return for his favours but yourself, you will be com-
forted when you consider, that lie giix-s all that g>ves hini'

ttelf. The apostles quitted their poor boats and nets, and
received for them a most nniple reward. 'JMie poor widow gave
only two nn'tes, and her oflferiDg was preierred before those of

the richest.

He easily parts with all things, who considers that he must
die and be separated from them.
Use no extravagant or unusual gestures in open assem-

blies, but on all occasions observe a becoming modesty ajid

discretion.

In all occurrences of life, prefer that which conduceth most
to the service and glory of God ; as to comfort the afflicted, re-

concile.such as are at variance, visit the sick and imprisoned,

and relieve the poor.

Never go to rest at night with any diquiet or trouble on
your mind, but endeavour to pacify your conscience by an act

<»f contrition, or by confession, if necessary.

Often confess your sins, and make frequent acts of contri-

tion, aspiration, or ejaculatory prayers, so that you may pre-

vent the deceits of the Devil, conquer temptation, avoid sin,

and live under the continual protection of God.
