Frank A. Henniman Charged With
Uttering Cheques Drawn on
a Montreal Bank.

NEW YORK, Jan. 26.—(Can. Press.)
--Frank A. Henniman, alias Frank
Ernshaw, was today arraigned before
United States Commissioner Shields
on the charge of having committed
forgeries in Canada aggregating $1950.
In the complaint made by Richard L.
Nosworthy, senior British vice-consul
at New York. it is charged that Hen-
niman, on Dec. 10, 11 and 12 last, at
Montreal, uttered three cheques aggre-
gating $1950, purporting to be signed
by Odile Henuset and  drawn on &
Montreal bank.

Henniman, alias Ernshaw, waived
examination in extradition proceedings
and consented to return to Montreal
to answer the forgery charge.
