With regard to the shop-licenses, they
desired, as a temperance measure, that the
holders of them should be allowed to sell
in sealed packages less quantities than
three half pints.

The shop
license holders, since the sale of groceries
in the same building had been prohibited,
now asked that they be allowed to sell cl-
gars and cigarets in o nal sealed pack-
ages of not less than D0, and tobaceo in
original sealed packages of not less than
five pounds weight. His clients took strong
grounds against the present law respecting
the giving of evidence by license holders
accused of selling illegally. In trying cases
of murder and other criminal ences the
accused has not yet been placed in the
sition that he e¢an be compelled to give
evidence againgt himself, ut the license
holder under the rresent law is a compell-
able witness, This he belleved led to per-
jury, although many of them had been
compelled to convict themselves because
tkey would not commit perjury, This is a
system worthy of Franee or Russia and
should be abolished.
