THR SAW BILL MINE,

The machinery in the Saw Bill began
working on Friday last. Everyone has
heard about this mine, and the result
of the first run of quartz will be awaited
with ne little interest. 'The Saw Bill
has been developed with Canadian
money, and the operations have been
carried on systematically and economi-
cally. The future of the Saw Bill coun-
try will to a large extent depend on
the output of this mine during the next
few weeks: If the production of gold
is within reasonable distance of -expec-
tation the future of the surronnding
district is assured. The success of
this one property means the immediate
development of many others in the
neighborhood. The indifferent showing
of the IEmpress spread a cold chill over
the investing public in Toronto. It is
to be hoped the proposition that was
floated in Hamilton will turn out much
more - satisfactorily than the Jackfish
disappointment. The World has every
confidence that the Saw Bill will give
a good account of itself.

THE ALTERNATE CLAINS,

The Government has been requested
to declare its policy in regard to the
alternate claims which have been and
are to be reserved in the Yukon ais-
trict. Whatever oljey is adopted it
should be general in its application.
Every citizen should have exactly the
same opportunity as every other citizen,
but the granting of elaims should be
limited to Canadians, or at least to
British subjects. Whether the claims
should be worked on a percentage, or
by day labor, or sold at auction, dhe
circumstances of the case will deter-
mine, but in any event the Government
should see to it that the national trea-
sury is enriched in proportion to the
richness of the claims. There is no
particular hurry in disposing of them.
The gold is safe where it is. [n the
course of a year or two it can be taken
from the mines much more cheaply than
to-day. What ;the Government should
chiefly concern itself with at the pre-
sent juncture is in seeing that thg al-
ternate claim policy is observed, and
that the -prescribed royalty is collected
on the claims that have been appropri-
ated. These matters will keep the offi-
cials fully employed for months to come,

TORONTO AS A FRUIT CENTRE.

Ontario has a fruit problem on its
hands. The provines is producing such
€enormous quantities of peaches, pears,
plums, grapes, and the smaller fruits
and berries that it is absolutely neces-
sary to find outside markets or else al-
low the fruit to remain unpicked.
Never was there such a plethora of
peaches in Toronto as on Saturday. P.o-
ple bought them at their own price,
from 20c a basket up, and wagon loads
of them were sent out to the country
for distribution among the suburban
résidents and farmers. The same thing
has been going on for weeks back.
Plums have sold for 20 cents a basket
and less, while many growers could not
get enough for their berries to pay for
the picking. For some years back large
numbers of new orchards have been set
out and these have increased production
very largely of late, and the end is not
yet. Next season we will probably have
a much bigger crop of fruit than ever
on our hands. The ten fruit experiment
stations throughout the province have
been highly beneficial to the fruit farm-
ers and the practical instruction in spray-
ing has made the business of fruit grow-
ing much more of a certainty than it
formerly was. :

Not only has Ontario a plethora of
fruit, but the fruit is, to a large extent,
of a high standard of excellence. On-
tario is really one of the choicest spots
in the world for the production of fruit.
What we need is markets-to dispose of
the ever-increasing production, Very
fortunately the cold storage system is
becoming more general in Ontario and
we may soon expect to see our fruit
handled to much better advantage than
formerly. But a great deal still re-
mains to be done. The growers must
leatn to grade and pack the fruit aec-
cording to the requirements of the vari-
ous markets and the arrangements for
despatching it to these markets must
be the best. A trlal shipment of fruit
was recently made to Winnipeg, but the
report came back that the shipment
reached the market in bad shape, very
much worse than California fruit eon-
signed to the same place, There is no
valid reason for this. The fruit as it
ceme from the trees in Ontario was just
as good as that which was grown in
California. The difference was all the
result of packing and shipping.
been satisfactoril> proven that Ontario
can grow the fruit. What remains for
us is to master the art of shipping it.
Great Britain will afford us an almost
unlimited market for our suiplus if we
can only get our stuff there in good
shape. Some tria! shipments have been
made this season, and the results are
anxiously looked forward to by the fruit
growers of the province.

Ontario fruit, selected and can-
ned on the most approved system, ought
to command the highest prices all over
the world.

THE DEEP WATERWAY PROBLEM.

The Government of the United States
has begun what is to be -a thorough
investigation of the deep waterway
problem from the great lakes to the
ocean. The commission that was ap-
pointed in 1895 to consider the questxpn
reported in favor of the Government’s
securing complete surveys and measuve-
ments of the proposed routes. In ae-
cordance with their recommendations a
board of three commissioners was pro-
vided for by Congress to carry out the
project and $150,000 was set aside for
the first year's work. The President
later selected as members of the com-
mission Major Raymond of Philadelphia,
George Y. Wisner of Detroit and Al-
fred Noble of Chicago. 'These gentle-
men have already outlined what they
are to do in obtaining the data asked
by the international commission. Sur-
vey work on the Niagara ship canal has
been begun under the direction of C.
L. Harrison of Chicago. Observations
on the volume of discharge of the Nia-
gara will soon be taken up at Black
Rock, and the other warks are also be-
ing planned for. The commission has
made Detroit its headquarters.

It will be remembered that the Inter
national Commission of 1895 declared
the project quite feasible and referred
to two possible routes, The report con-
cluded as follows: :
We conclude, first, that it is entirely
feasible to construct such canals and
develop such. channels as will be ade-
quate to any scale of navigation that
may be desired between the several
great lakes and to the seaboard, and
‘to conduet through the same, domestic
an.d.forﬂgn commerce, and that in our
opinion it will be wise to provide for
securing a channel of a navigable depth
of not less than 28 feet.

Second, that, starting from the heads
of Lakf-s. Michigan and Superior, the
most eligible route -is through the sey-
eral great lakes and their intermediate
channels and the proposed Niagara ship
canal (Tonawanda to Oleott) to Lake
Ontario; and that the Canadian sea-
board may be reached from Laks On-
tario by way of the St. Lawrence Riv-
er, and the American seaboard may be
reached from Lake Ontario by way of
the St. Lawrenca River and Lake Cham-
plain and the Hudson River, or by way
of the Oswego-Oneida-Mohawk Valley
and the Hudson River,

While the deep waterway question, is
exciting general interest in the United
States our own Government proposes to
give the same matter its earnest con-
sideration. In his speech at Montreal
on Thursday last Sir Wilfrid Laurier
gave prominence to the question of
cheaper transportation, and referred to
the great possibilities of the St. Law-
rence route. He also announced that
he expected to hdve an opportunity ere
long of addressing an American audience
on the canal question, presumably on
its international aspect. The Premier
is undoubtedly ecorrect when he states
that the St. Lawrence River is the
great natural outlet to Europe, not only
for Canada but for the United States.
The latter country, however. will have
to change its disposition towards Canada
before it will consent to co-operate
with us in constructing a joint water-
way. The need of such a waterway

Take Blind Tom,* for instance. He was
blind from birth, and was notoriously but
little above the brute creation in point of
capacity to receive objective instguction. He
was, in fact, an idiot, and was led nround
and cared for like an animal. Yet his
inusical capacity was prodigious. Almost
in his infancy it was discovered that he
could reproduce on the piano any plece of
music that he had ever heard. His ability
to improvise was equally great, and it was
rarely, if indeed at all, that a discordant
note was heard in his harmonies.

Another example is Zerah Colburn, a
mathematical prodigy. DBefore he was 6
years old he was able to correctly solve dif-
ficult arithmetical problems. His father
called his friends together to decide as to

able talent. At that meeting he raised
the number 8 to its 16th power, told them
instantly the square root of 106,929 and
the cube root of 268,336,125. He named im-
mediately the factors which produced the
number -247,483. Curiously, though perhaps
naturally -enough, efforts to train this fac-
ulty by the ordinary objective education
failed and his mathematical ability derived
no benefit whatever from these so-called
advantages.

A somnambulist will always perform a
promise made by him when he is asleep,
i. e., when the reasoning mind is inactive,
He will do this when he Is not sleep-
walking, but will be impelled to keep his
word, not because he remembers anything,
but as ylelding to an impulse which cor-
regponds to the promise,

There must be an explanation of these
things and if we reflect we cannot help
seeing that they are merely higher devel-
opments of what, ‘in a lésser degree, hap-
pens to, or is made evident in, every one
of us. There must be some faculfy in us,
imperfectly understood, but quite apart and
different from what we call reason. Love
is irrational and yet it is the most potent
factor in human life..- Poetry, oratory,
painting are all the results of some part
of our composition that exists but is com-
pletely séparated from the brain and its
calculating powers,

Some light has been thrown on this prob-
lem by mesmerism and hypnotism. Whe-
ther we understand it or not, it cannot
be denied that those powers work upen
something in us, and that under hypnotic
influence that something exerts itself and
performs feats that, under ordinary condi-
tions and in erdinary daily life, we can’t
do. That this faculty in us has some
connection with what seems to be abnor-
mal ability in particular directions can-
not be doubted. It has been asserted that
absolute truth can be ascertalned from this
source by obtaining complete control over
it, 1. e. by hypnotizing the subject, and
that it is of the last importance in the de-
tection of crime. But this is to overlook
the instincts that come into play just as
soon as we invoke this agency. It is re-
markable but true that in all the hypnotic
experiments which have been tried no one
has ever betrayed the secrets of any so-
c'ety or order, nor has any fact the con-
cealment of which is vital to the subject
been disclosed. y

We laugh at the faith cure, at Christian
Scientists, and such like, and perhaps it
is as well we do, because the imperfect
understanding of the medium in which we
are working renders absurd many of the
theories propounded, and which are relfed
on by the professors of those principles.
But to anyone that reflects on the influence
of what is called the will and imagination
in disease, there must be a serious side to
such levity. How do we account for the
man who took small-pox and died because
he was told that he had slept in a bed
in which a small-pox°patient had died? It
was the result of what is technically called
‘“‘suggestion’ inducing a belief which, when
given way to, was potent enough to pro-
duce in the physical frame the dreaded
disease.

Many eminent psychologists have written
and experimented with the view of ascer-
taining what is that part of our complex

consciously to us, whether we are awake
or insensible. Sir William Hamilton, in his
lectures on metaphysics, relates many in-
stances, perfectly authenticated, that star-
tle the ordinary rationalist, and it can not
be denied that Dr. Rush, Lord Monboddo,
M. Ionfilroy, Irofessor Bernheim, Braiaq,
Charcot, Albert, Moll, Liebault, Bjornstrom
and the London Socliety for Psychical Re-
search have collected and analyzed so many
startling cases that we can no longer Yieny
that we possess a power in ourselves that

LAKE’S AWFUL DEATH.

Drawn lead Foremeost Into a Threshing
Machine and Mangled ina
Shocking Manner.

Owen Sound, Sept. 19.—(Special.)—
Yesterday morning a fatal threshing ae-
cident happened at the farm of Mr,
William Lee, in the Township of Sara-
wak, whereby Mr. Albert Lake lost his
life, The unfortunate man was feed-
ing peas to the machine, when his hand
was caught and he was hauled nead-
foremost into the thresher.
