Sixty-One Suffer Torture for Days
for the Murder of an
Englishman-

THE LEADERS HACKED TO PIECES

Strange Ceremony Attending the

Comvietion of Culprits—Their
Vietim Mutilated. &

Londom, Aug. 4.—After a very successful
carrer of gold mining in Corea, Mr. F. F.

Brandon, & young Eaglishmap, met his
death in the district of. Ping Yang on the
night of Aug. 8 last. The news of the
murder and of the swbsequent trial and
conviction of the suspected natives has
j eached his celatives and the prass.
i":isr‘ l:to the mountains of. Corea (writes
a correspoadent), young Brandon was the
assistant superintendent of an American

ine.

m’IPh'o natives had for years made the
wost exemplary of workmeu, until the
pight of Aug. 5 when a religious feast had
taken place, and native whiskey in large
quantities had flowed fraely, not one sober
native being left in the camp. The other
six white miners had gone to Tabovie, and
the nearest Huropean settlement was six
wiles from Brandon’s headquarters. On the
fatal night he was the only white man in
camp. The next day the other miners—two
of whom were Americans and four English
—found him dead in bed, his lamp still
burning, and his cash box broken open on

floor.

mlc“oor Brandon was mutilated almost be-
yond recognition, and the interior of the
hut bore, tho no sign of a combat, the ap-
pearance of having been visited by a large
number of natives. Rifies dnd revolvers and
a large amount of money were found miss-
ing. It was a rainy week, and in the soft
ground it was a very simple matter to
trace the malefactors.

Negro Shot Police Officer and Blood-
hounds Are on His Trail,
Charlotte, N.C,, Aug. 4.—A-special from
Shelby, N.C., to The Observer says that

Chief of Police Jones of that place wns:
shot and Instantly killed by Jim Lowery,:
a negro employed at the South Carolina |

and Georgla Depot, at 1 ®'clock this morn-
ing. Jemes, with a warrant charging Low-
ery with selling whiskey without a Ili-
cense, went to serve it. Lowery ran, fir-
ing at Jones, the bullet taking effect in
the lung. Jones followed and caught him
as he struck a lamp-post. In the scuffle,
Lowery fired again, the bullet going thru
Jones' heart. Four bloodhounds and over
1000 people are on the negro’'s trail. One
of the bloodhounds was shot by the fiee-
ing negro. It is likely that if the negro
is caught he will never reach jail.

The
property In question consists of 56 1-3
acres, the greater part pine, with a
sprinkling of hardwood bush, with a
sandy soil. It i8 bounded on the east by
Woodbine-avenue and on the north by the
Grand Trunk Railway. This property is
an ideal one for the purpose, inasmuch as
there is no residence near Iit, and even
the buildings when erected could not bhe
seen from any of the highways.

BEAPS OF TROUBLE. AHEAD

East End Residents Object Vigorously
to the Proposed Site of

New Stables.

HINTS THAT THERE HAS BEEN A PULL

Tenants Are Giving Notice of Re-
moval and Property is Fast
Depreciating,

All kinds of trouble Is In sight for the
city in connection with the erection of the
new eastern stables on the Don River-road
some 600 feet north of the Queen-straet
bridge. Residents and property owners
are up .in arms and will do everything pos-
sible to have the buildings put somewhere
else.

The main reasons urged are that the
stables would cause depreciation in the
value of property, that they would be uP
sanitary, that they -wounld be within 358
feet of Hamilton-street Public school and
at the back doors of other property, that
there are many suitable sites more in thg
interest of the city as & whole, that th‘e
stables should be nearer to Ashbridge’s
Bay where tire garbage 1s dumped, that a
prt;per foundation cannot be made 101,1, t:e
piesent site, that so many carts passing t ’e
houses near the stables would constitute ai
nuisance thru noise, odor and the files, etﬁ.,

Further east ;7 |
the Don there is far less interest taken in
the matter, and people who do not own pro-
perty in the neighborhood don’t care where
the stables are put.

Some of the affected ratepayers have
jolned hands and sought legal aid. The city
las already been notified to discontinue the
work by letters from Smith, Rae & Greer,
barristers, and Treasurer Coady has also
heen notified by them that he will be he_lvd
personaily responsible for any of the city’s
money he pays out in connection with the
work at present. This letter was recelved
at the City Hall on Saturday and was re-
ferred te the legal department.

The Original Site.

The site first chosen was on the ,Don
River-road south of Gerrard-street. This
was flve years ago, and the lot was fenced
in by the eity. The fence still remalns,'
and it was understood that the new stables |
would grace the lot, but there were many |
vigurous protests, the main complaint being
ihat the stables could be seen too plainly
from Gerrard-street bridge. The protests
avalled, and when Street Commissioner
Jones recommended the esent site the
change was quietly passed thru the Board
of Control at the last meeting.

7 Hints of a Pull,

George Moore, a blacksmith, who lives at
31 Davies-avenue, is one of the chief ob-
Jectors. He told The World yesterday that
neither he nor his neighbors had any idea
that the change was to be made or they
would have fought it ' vigorously. He
strongly insinuated his belief that people
with a “pull” had been working, and he
named several sites apparently more suit-
able: than the choice of Commissioner
Jones, but he pointed out that people in
various localities had sufficient influence to
keep those sites from being chosen. Mr.
Moore claims the City Engineer told him
he did not know where the site was, in fact,
he thought it was the old one. Mr. Moore
pointed out how it would in his opinion be
absolutely impossible to drain the stables,
that the site would be flooded all winter,
and the city thus rendered lable to ac-
tions for damages.

Men were working at the place last week
and struck water very near the surface
when digging holes for supports. Some of
the holes had to be partly filled with dirt
again.

People Are Getting Out,

Several people interested were spoken to
by The World, one of whom was Dennis
Sheehey, 5 Matilda-street. He was indig-
nant, and said two of his tenants were
leaving him owing to the stables. He fur-
ther remarked that the city could have his
property for what he was taxed for it.

J. B. Leroy, the East end real estate
mwan, was questioned, but he did not care
to discuss the matter beyond the fact that
the new stables would certainly hurt the
value of surrounding property.

The matter will be up at the next meet-
ing of the Board of COontrol, which will
probably take place early this week. 'The
new stables are to cost $8000.

First-Class Risks Approved.

At 9 o’clock Mr. Green got a hearing for
the first new bhylaw. Members in good
standing of any commereial travelers’ as-
sociation in Canada, manufacturers, mer-
chants, clerks, salesmen, professional men
and other persons classified by regular in-
surance companies as first-class risks and
who are otherwise acceptable to the Board
olil Trustees shall be eligible for member-
ship.
