The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead 2
quarter-section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta.

Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency ' (but not Sub-Agency) on cer-
tain conditions,
Dutles.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestea® on a
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house is required,
except where residence is performed in
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price,

Trading on the Union Stock Yards yes-
terday was characterized, especially for
some lines of cattle, by another sharp
decline in prices similar to)that of a
fortnight ago, and variously placed at
from 25c to 50c per cwt. In some indi-
vidual cases the drop in price was said
to be even more marked, but these were
the exception. There was a heavy run
of cattle, 2900 heaa in all, a big propor-
tion of them good stuff, and, with the
packing houses showing a disposition. to
hold off =:d bide their time, there was
nothing for it for the commission house
and drovers but to make the best of the
situation.

The fact of the matter is, and it is
well known, that the cattle for the most
part were bought too high ip the coun-
try, and the logical sequence is
somebody is:losing money. Individual
cases weye  cited . where the drover had

butcher cattle, averaging around 1100 1bs.
and shipped them into the market, where.
they were sold yesterday for 10%c per
Ib. The facts are incontrovertible, and
need no comment, Pnotluﬂg all lines of
cattle :ere oﬂk:xdo:; cg‘ less, but the drop
'Was more mar e light and heav
butcher class. One good load of 23 but’-'
chérs, averaging 950 Ibs., sold early in
the forenoon at $11.60, and there were
sales of other lots at around that figure,
As indicating how slow the trade was,
it was stated that, out of 2900 cattle on
the market, only 800 had gone over the
scales at 12 o’clock. Later they moved
out faster, but trade was very slow thru-
out, ‘For the very heavy cattle there
