Pugsley’s Charges.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley accused the gov-
ernment of failing to deal with the
subject of transportation problems
made acute by the war. Then he
went on to make rather sensational
charges and insinuations in respect
to war contracts and the record of
the shell committee.

Mr, Pugsley said the Dominion Gov-
ernment had not built a car or a ship
since the war broke out. Naturally
the admiralty had requisitioned many
merchant vessels, ana ocean freight
rates had advanced 100 per cent. Yet
1the government declared itself power-
less to deal with ocean freight rates,
even in the case of steamship lines
drawing big subsidies from the gov-
—erpment. : .

Mr. Pugsley sald that the whole shell
business was turned over to a commis-
<on of manufacturers who gave out con-
tracts at fixed prices. A contract for
a million dollars had been given to a
firm in which General Bertram was in-
terested, and others aggregating as large
an amount to & concern of which ﬁ
Carnegie was the active head. In Canada
shells cost $5.05, altho the steel was
furnished the manufacturers free, while
the Australian Governmient manufactur-
ed for two dollars less.
