‘of the officers who prepared
the fiquor bill stated positively to-
nlght that everything connected with
liquor traffic, inc¢luding the ex-
port, will be in the hands of the
commission of five members who will
be appointed to' administer the: act.
He said that there would be no ex-
port of spirituous Nquors to outside
points. These liguors will be import-
ed by the commission and 'sold only
in authorized depots in the prowvince

In quantities of one bottle at a time.

“The Quebec liquor commission,” he
said, “will not be a source of supply
for other provinces. It will import for
the needs of consumers in this prov-
ince but positively not for export.”

‘The same official adGded  that there
is nothing that will prevent the export
of beer or of wines to outside points,
but all such. shipments must be made
by express or Ly the raiiways, and
must. be done publicly.

The bill, the provisions of which
have been forecasted - in despatches
Jrom Quebec for weeks, provides for
‘the entire abotitron of the present
system of handling liquor in Quebec.

The sale retail of all kinds of liquor
will be in the hands of vendors ap-
pointed by thé commission, The most
drastic regulations will be imposed to
prevent bootlegging and other infrac-
tions.

The government will insure that all
liquor sold, whether spirit or wine, will
be of the highest quality; consign-
Wments will be sold in sealed bottles.

He was
strongly for the enforcement of the
act, tut at the same time he did net
want the impression to prevail that
the people were not receiving a fair
deal. Hence his advocacy of the right
to appeal. Many magistrates thruout
the province were prejudiced one way
or -the other, and this was one reason
why, he favored the right to appeal
from their decisions 8o that the de-
fendants might receive a square deal.
When the committee was sitting, a
motion by its chairman was unani-
mously passed favoring the right of
appeal. and the attorney-general him-
gelf then approved the idea.

There was no good reason why an
O.T.A. defendan: should be dragged
down to Toronto. He should rather
be allowed to appeal to the county
judge. (Applause.) The county court
was near at hand: the machinery of
the law -was there. and it was only
natural and right that appeals should
be referred to it. He was not speak-
ing against the O.T.A.; on the con-
trary he wanted to see it fearlessly
enforced, and the right to appeal was
a movement in that direotion.
