This happened on
Murray street, and was a little after one
o'clock. ,The witness told the police that
Geldstein had struck O’Donnell .

J. King Kelley wished to cross-examine
the witnes, but as (O’Donnell was not pres-
ent in, court his honor informed him that
he had mo status. Mr. Kelley wished to
ask the witness about (’Donnell’s char-
acter, and if he did mot support _hns
mother, but the judge eaid that O’Donnell
had acted very badly and he was bound
to et at the bottom of the wihole affair.

Wm. MeCann said that on the day in
question he saw O’Donnell pick up &
stick and handing it to the defendant,
say, “Here, hit me with it,” a.nd”Gu’ld-
stein replied, “No, I wen’t hit you.” The
trouble was caused ghortly after, one
o'clock.

Despite Heavy. Rain this Morn-
ing 150 Children Were

The valae of the supervised playground
was again manifested this morning. De:

and fifty little people gathered in the
basement of the Biussels street school.
The windows and doors were open, and
the air was pure. Kindergarten and other
games were improvised and the children
had a very happy two hours.

The supervised piayground at the Cen-
tenmial school grounds was opeled yester-
day under most successful auspices. It
was probably as euccessful and satisfactory
an inauguration of this movement as has
been witnessed either i Canada or the
United States. At one time during the
afternoon there were probably 400 child-
ren at play. The teachers had their hands
full all-day; but there-was-no—friction; pud
at the close of the day all fclt that every-
ﬂzinghdbeenm&mt&dwibhsimlm
cess for an opening day.

The strain of keeping 300 or 400 strenu-
ous young people happily engaged proves
8o great, however, that it was decided yes-
terday to shorten the hours:

It hes also been found desirable to keep
the Richmond street gate closed and allow
the little ones to enter by the Waterloo
street gate.

Duma.” The commiseion cites proof on

'The
time will come soom, he said, when there
will be a great body of citizens who will
demand honest, fair, and exhaustive re-
ports of the doings of their representa-
tives in the control of the business of the
country.

This brings into view, once more, the
great principle of publicity. It is well to
get back again to it, for if put faithfully
and comprehensively into operation, pub-
licity would render the /making of many
restridtive laws unnecessary. Let it be
admitted that something more than com-
prehensive publicity may be required to
meet special conditioms and emergencies;
nevertheless, - taking things as a wihole,
it would serve the purpose of keeping
abuse, unfairness, and rascality within the
smallest possible Jimits. Certainly no-
thing would do more to eafeguand the in-
vestment world than the regular publica-
tion of corporatiom reports,

Our two greatest industrial corporations
are the United States Steel and the
Standard Oil. They have been organized
on entirely different lines. The United
States Steel has an enormous capitaliza-
tion, and an immense number of share-
holders. I'ts resources are listed, and the
company issues regular statements of
earnings and financial conditions. The
Standard Oil, on the other hand, hes a
comparatively small ‘capitalization. Tte
seourities are not listed. It mever issued
any etatement of earnings or financial
‘condition,

The Standard Oil people have believed
their form of ongamization was decidedly
the better, and when, about two years
ago ‘the price of U. 8. Steel was ruling so
low in the market, they argued tihat the
Steel Corporation’s thousands of share-
holders and its programme of regular re-
ports were sources of weakness to it.

There are some imdications that the
Stiandard ‘Oil people have been forced to
change their opinion in Tegard to this
matter, and that they are now finding
that their company would be stronger if
its stock were more widely distributed,
and if it enjoyed that degree of confid-
ence which comes from framk statements,
regularly made, of conditions and policies.
What a tremendous victory for publicity
it would be if the Standard Oil should,
after these many years, actually abandon

its old time' policy and seek to put.its
stock widély into the hands of the people,
list its shares, and make regular reports

of conditions.
