PRESTON’S TRIP TO JAPAN

EDMONTON, Alta., Oct. 10—R. L. Bor-
den, M. P., addressed a gathering of 2,000
persons in the Thistle Rink last evening.
His reception upon entering the hall was
extremely cordial. B. D. Hyndman, pre-
sident of the Provincial Conservative As-
sociation of Alberta, oecupied the chair.

The first speaker was W. F. Cockshutt,
M. P., Brantford, Ont. He charged the
present financial stringency was largely |
due to Hon. Mr. .Fielding for permitting ;
by his trade policy the imports to exceed
the exports of Canada to the extent of
$105,000,000 this year. He also charged
the present Federal government with pur-
suing a persistent policy of trampling up-
on provincial rights. He declared that by
the present agreement with the Grand
Trunk Pacific the people of Canada would
pay $150,000,000 for the road, whereas if
the policy of Mr. Bordén had prevailed it
would cost only about $15,000,000 and the
people would own the road. .
