On Wednesday, September, 21, 1887, the
Bhamrocks defeated the fast Bangor nine
by a score of 7 to 6. The home .team
secured only three hits, Jim Lane, ‘the
first baseman,  getting two and Dan
Connolly, the locals’ star pitcher, the
other oné. The Callahans played a stel-
lar game. Lane was ready at. first for
everything that went his way, and in ad-
dition. brought “in ‘three runs. Costlgan
covered second in his best form, making
seven put-outs and three assists. Kelly
was a tower of strength at short-stop.
Kelly, Gorman and Costigan also figur-
ed in:a double play.

Maine State Team

On Saturday, Se‘ptcmber 25, 1887, the
Maine State College team, defeated the
Nationals of- this city by 8'to 6. The
weather was very cold and lessened the
ardor of the many fans present.. A hit-
ing breeze swept over the grounds and
the ‘pitchers were unable to control the
ball and the fielders were running around
in rings trying to get under the flies.
In the first inning the Nationals scored
one run when Frank White came up to
bat after two men had been retired and |\
drove the ball over the fence for a home
run. In the third inning Captain. Tom
Bell of the Nationals made a beautiful
one hand stab. George ‘Whitnect and
Bell also figured in a double play in the

same inning. In the fifth inning “M anny” |

Robinson was hit hard and, the visitors
brought in five runs. They “séored two
more in the seventh and three in the
ninth. During the game Bird, centre
fielder for the visitors was at bat four
times and walked every time.

‘Note:—In those days the rules of the
Jeague were that a man who got a base
on balls was credited with a hit. In the
big leagues dnring the same. period the
rule was a walk counted as an error for
the pitcher.

On October 11, 1887 Harry Vail, one
of St. John’s best oarsmen, who was to
have raced Ten Eyck in Worcester,
Mass. had to pay his forfeit as the shell
in which he was practising was< broken
when he collided with a ship while in
training. The race was for a large purse,
and created considerable interest among
aquatic sports.

. phia, attracted a large gathering of
sports. Thos Boak acted as timer and
referee and Wm. McDevitt as master of
ceremonies.

They sparred three rounds in good
style and kept the @epectators pleased.
O'Brien and Donovan then banged each
other around in good style and were
warmly applauded by the gathering.
