Purchase, which up to the present time

i has the best claim on the championship

in the three-year-old division, is soon
to have a chance to test his ability
against some of the best handicap per-
formers of all ages now in training. This
opportunity will come next Saturday in
the running of the histpric Saratoga Cup,
which, with the $30,000- Hopeful Stakes
for two-year-olds, will be a fitting
climax, to one of the most successful
meetings ever conducted at the Spa.
The Saratoga Cup, which is at a mile
and six furlongs, is a weight-for-age
race, and therefore a true test for a
horse.
