Book-binding had practically
left the country, and serious inroads were
being made on commercial printing.
Against; this, more protection was asked.
On the other hand an importer of foreign
papers -strongly pleaded for freedom in
trade.

Two stand-pat protectionists, with amus-
ed insistence, strongly pressed a witness
on this point, and their cloge questioning
was cut short only with this remark from
