LONG DRIVING BY LOCAL “PRO”
The Montreal Telegraph of August 15 

contains the following concerning the 
long driving of F. Rickwood, profession­
al of the St. John Golf Club during the 
recent tournament in Montreal:

“In the course of yesterday, after the 
day’s play had ended, an interesting 
driving competition was witnessed from 
the starting tee beside the club house 
between F. C. Stephens, of the house 
club, who has the reputation of being 
a hard hitter, and F. Rickwood, of St.
John, N. B., whose record drive is the 
tremendous one of 250 yards “carry.”

“In the ‘carry’ Rickwood won with 
each of his five" balls. For the furthest 
driven ball, he also won.

“His farthest drive was 251 yards.
The average for the 5: Rickwood, 235 
yards ; Mr. Stephens, 210.”

“Carry” means the distance traversed 
by the ball before it strikes the ground 
and begins to bound and roll. A ball 
that carries "251 yards might well run 
fifty or seventy-five yards more before 
stopping, according to the hardness of 
the ground and the trajectory.

all parts of the world are assembled here 
for the opening of the International Am­
ateur Athletic Federation. The formal 
business is thq drafting of rules for in­
ternational competitions, but the dele­
gates are chiefly interested in the Olym­
pic games, which are to be held here in 
1916. They hofle to induce the Olympic 
committee at Paris in 1914 to adopt the 
federation’s recommendations, on the 
ground that it. js the international au­
thority on track and field sports.

A meeting of ^the executive today, will 
be followed.: by i of the delegates 
to inspect thé;, stadium for the Olympic 
games which was dedicated by Emperor 
William in July last. The conference 
proper will open on Thursday.
