When it comes to a comparison of the
yield of wheat per acre in the different
countries the order of precedence is com-
pletely changed. For example, Great
Britain and Ireland, which are almost at

tries, have the largest yield per acre, and
Russia, which is next to the United States
as a producer has the smallest yield per
acre. Canada, which is tenth on the list
as a producer is fifth in point of yield to|
the acre. Great Britain and Germany arei
far ahead of the others in yield per acre,
and the rest follow in this order:—France,
Austria, Canada, Hungary, Roumani, It-
aly, United States, Spain, Argentina, Rus-
sia in Asia, British India, Australia, Busy
sia in Europe.
