The most of the hay brought to market so
far has been of very good quantity;
bright and green looking, which proves
that the farmers had a fair share of
“hay weather.” Last year the reports in
circulation that the hay crop was a fail-
ure generally, when in fact it was only
a little below the average in a few
sections, had a tendency to make the
farmers think that it would be to their
advantage to kill their stock and sell their
hay Accordingly there was plenty of beef,
and oats, plenty of hay at moderate
prices. This season with a good crop all
around, and a small amount of stock to
keep the farmers, have lots of hay to dis-
of, and prices for the winter will
probably rule lower than for some tinte.
There are now four wood-boats loads of
hay at Indiantown waiting to discharge,
prices ranging from $10 to $11 per ton.
