Naturalization Laws.

sue {0 persons fulfilling prescribed con-
ditions a certificate of naturalization
effective throughout the empire. New
Zealand also . introduced a resolution
declaring that it was in the best inter-
ests of the empire that there should be
more, uniformity in the law of natur-
alization.

Sir Wilfrid Laurler said that all the
dominions had availed themselves of
the naturalization powers granted them
by their constitutions, but in no two
dominions were the conditions the
same. A certificate by a self-govern-
ing dominion was limited to the terri-
tory of that dominion. For instance,
one hundred thousand Americans
came to Canada every year, the greater
part of whom sought naturalization at
the earliest possible moment. .
