‘I'he steamers brought news that win- !

ter has begun in earnest in the north-
lands, and the White Pass and Yukon
railway officials are experiencing great
difficulty in keeping their employes on
account of the cold weather. A num-
ber of freighters and packers -are pre-
paring for the expected rush of freight
over the passes, which they look for
early in the new year.. Two hundred
men quit work in a body a few days
before the just-returned steamers left.
The inability to hold its employes will,
it is expected, seriously retard the work
on the railway from the summit of
White Pass to the lakes. There was a
foot of snow on the ground at Little
Meadows, and both Summit lake and
Middle lake were frozen over. Travel had
not, however, been diverted ta the lakes,
because the snow was soft and no trail
had been broken.

The various companies which purpose
building new steamers on the upper
lakes are busy in the north consulting
with transportation companies and pack-
ers regarding the getting of their heavy
machinery, lumber and supplies over to
the lakes. There will be several at-
tempts made to get single pieces of ma-
chinery as heavy as five and six tons
over to Lake Bennett. Those who are
familiar with conditions on the passes
will recognize at once the enormous dif-
ficulties of such an undertaking. 'I'he
Chilkoot Tramway Company on the
Dyea trail is planning to commence op-
erating its cable line January 1, and
other companies are making prepara-
tions to handle the Tush of business
which is commencing and which will
undoubtedly keep the trails croweded
during the winter.

Rates of packing to Lake Bennett
promise to be from 3 to 4 cents a pound
cheaper than in the last season, and
many speculators are already .planning
to take advantage of the cheaper trans-
portation facilities instead of waiting
until spring.

It is expected that a large amount of
freight will be taken over and into the
Atlin gold fields immediately* after Jan-
uary 1st. The packers at Skagway and
along the route have figured out that
they can take freight in to the new dis-
trict from Skagway this winter for 25
cents a pound. They will use the route
by way of Otter lake, which”is much
shorter than the summer route by the
chain of lakes.

If the canyon on the Skagway river
freezes over soon, it is probable that a
vast quantity of freight will be taken di-
rect from Skagway on the winter trail
to Atlin. The packers seem to prefer
sgarting their trains® from Skagway,
rather than from a point at the end of
the railway. A winter trajl through the
canyon is an excellent one, with proper
wesather conditions. :

The steamers bring the latest intelli-
gence from Dawson that has reached
the Alaskan coast. Some miners who
have reached Juneau tell of rich finds
on Che-Chaco Hill, which promises to
be famous in Klondike history as a goid
producer.

Attention was first called . to Che-
Chaco Hill on April 14th, when a miner
named Millett made a rich strike. In an
ineredibly short time the entire face of
the hill was staked off, and since then
a large amount of gold has been taken
out.

There was considerable doubt ex-
pressed in this country as to the ability
of Dufferin Patullo to reach Dawson
with the commutation of the sentence
of Frank Nantuck, a young Indian sen-
tenced to be hanged, in time to prevent
the carrying out of the sentence. The
Nugget of October 19th contains the
news of Patullo’s arrival several days
in advance of the date fixed for the
hanging. The other four Indians will
be hanged. The crime for which they
will pay the penalty was the murder of
William Mechan, a prospector on Marsh
river, last, spring.

Six hundred and ninety-five patients
were treated in St. Mary’s hospital,
Pawson City, between August, 1897,
and October, 1898. The number of
deaths during this time was 75. Un-
paid bills to'the amount of $43,683
were left by patients who were dis-
charged as cured.

_ The steamer Alki brought the body of
Tom Madden. He was the fireman of
the Treadwell minesuntil a couple of
weeks ago, when he was killed by  in-
juries received in consequence ‘of the

_explosion of a lamp. 'While picking the

lighted wick out of a torch the entire top
of the lamp blew out, striking him in
the body and saturating him with burn-
ing oil. e was horribly burned, and
died in agony three days after the ac-
cident. The remains are being shipped
to San Francisco.

News comes from Wrangel that four
thousand dollars in gold has been taken
from an eight-foot hole on Capt. C. P.
Dyer’s Gold Standard group of seven-
teen claims located on Cleveland Pen-
insula, sixty miles south of Wrangel.
Dyer has this gold in the form of a
brick worth $3,500 and some ore spe-
cimens filled with nuggets and wire
gold. One piece has its flat side liter-
ally plated with gpld an eighth of an
jnch thick. At the point where® the
shaft was sunk there is a great fault

ATUIN VOLCANO 15 4 MYTH

Dr. Kinsloe, of Denver, Repudiates the Story
Attributed to Him by an Enterprising
Newspaper Man as False.

The Alieged Northern Vesuvius Has Its Origin
im the Fertile Brain of a Tacoma
Correspondent.

For a week past Victorians have been
entertained with a story emanating trom
‘Lucoma o theé breaking out of a vol-
cuno 1n the Atin country wnich, in the
bruiianey of its ilumination, was . said
to nval Vesuwvius; The stoiy was told
in detail and amorded scope¢ for column
articles from the pens of some imagin-
ative writers. -in default of other and
more interesting news rfrom the north,
the modern Vesuvius story was made to
ug daily ‘'duty and was sadly overwork-
ed. '

Considerable interest is taken in the
fable of the smoking mountan by a
' gentleman now in Victoria, for it has
been circulated on the sireugih of his
name, and he is anxious to locate the
enterprising news-vendor who ascribes
the origin of the story to him, for nhe
has no desire to cause his friends at
home such poignant grief as they wiil
be sure to experience when they find
a story of-'such palpable extravagance
associated with his name.

Dr. Kinsloe, of Denver, and Mr.
Jones, of South Africa, were among
the last passengers to arrive here from
the north, and have been spending the
last week in the ecity. 'Their story, one
of the most engrossing interest, was
told in the Times of "L uesday last, and
consisted of a description of the trip
they ‘made over an unused Indian trail
from Teslin to Atlin, and of the sub-
sequent journey of Mr. Jones and Col.
Hughes of Rossland in search of the
“lost rocker.” Near the location of the
long sought rocker an extinct voleano
exists, but when Mr, Jones and Colonel
Hughes arrived there late this summer
they found from an  examination
of‘the crater’s’ mouth that it had not
been active for some time. As neither
gentleman has been to Tacoma since
coming out, and as the interview pub-
lished in the Times was the only one
given, the only .explanation of the
story is that some ambitious sen-
sation-monger in.Tacoma has elaborat-
ed the tale out of the exceedingly scanty
and unsensational statement they made
in reference to the so-called volcano.

Apart from its improbability in other
particulars the yarn bears the stamp of
impossibility upon it, for it describes
in graphic language the facility which
this: perpetual illuminator gives the
miners in operating their claims, and
how they are enabled to work by the
powerful light=which it sheds by night
as well as day. The fact is that the
mining close season is now on in the
Atlin country, and the miners who can-
not work by day are not likely to at-
tempt to do so by night.

Far from circulating such a story as
is credited to him, Dr. Kinsloe pro-
nounces the whole statement as false.
There is no volcano, extinct or active, in
the Atlin country, and the one discover-
ed by Mr. Jones beyond Long lake is so
ancient that its last serious effort must
have been concurrent with the wander-
ings of the Ten Tribes. When Dr.
‘Kinsloe gets his hands on’the Tacoma |
fabricator he will teach him that vol- |
canoes are not the only things that
are active.

Steamer Willapa Returns From “Cape Scott
Without News of the Long Overdue
Sealing Schooner.

What Sealing ‘Men Think of the Missing
Vessel’'s Fate - lndians Mourning for
the Siwash Crew.

Steamer Willapa returned. to port this

morning from Cape Scott and way ports.

Sealing men were still hoping to hear
by her of the lost Pioneer, but when she
arrived their hopes were soon abandon-
ed and tkey now regard her as lost. No
rews of any sort or kind was given of
the missing schooner. It is now 71 days
since she left' Unimak pass bound home-
ward after her season’s sealing cruise in
Behring sea. There is now, in .the opin-
ion of sealing men, very slight hope for
her, for should she—as some seem to
think—be drifting about the seas dis-
abled, the unfortunates belonging to her
would long since have been - gnawing
their sealskins, for they are said to have
been provisioned only for a month when
they left Ounalaska for home. It is
thought by some that she may have
turned turtle, but they who believe so
are apparently in the minority, the be-
lief gaining the biggest following being
that she has been disabled by the storms
which raged soon after she left Unimak
1-ass, and has since been at the merey
of the tides, which have carried her out
of the course of mpavigation into out of
the way waters, where, until she strikes
on some seldom trodden shore, she will
float a derelict coffin of starved seamen
Wilt}h her story of horror mever to be
told.

There is, however,, yet a faint hope—
a grasping of a straw, as it were—that
the pioneer has found succor at some
cutlying Indian settlement on the coast
or Queen Charlotte Islands, where she
s lying far from the ken of civilization.
This is, of course, possible, for there are
many hamlets of the coast Indians on
the out of the way inlets of Queen
Charlotte Island and the northern coast
from which news comes very seldom
and where she might lie all unheard of
for many months. Then when the
schooner kad been made sufficiently sea-
worthy to return to Victoria she wouid
return.

This, however, is a slight hope, for the
chances are many against the lost seal-
er.

The Indians have long since regarded
her as gone and their tribesmen on
board of her as men who have departed
this earth. The Quatsino Indians, to
which tribe the siwashes on her belong,
firmly believe that the lost schooner was
brought to disaster by the presence of
a Joqah from Quatsino. The Indian in
question was Louis, who some months
#go was accused of murder, -but there
being not sufficient evidence to convict
Lim, he escaped punishment.  The In-
dians believe that the loss of the scheon-
er was brought about by the “Big God”
to punish Louis for his alleged’ crime.

JAPAN PROTESTS.

Asks for the Disallowance of a B. C.
Statute.

Ottawa, Ont.,, Nov. 27.—A foermal protest
has been received by the government,
through the Imperial authcrities, against
the act passed by the British. Celumbia
legislature in the early part of the year
prohibiting Japanese from working in mines
or on public works, or. in fact, in connec-
tion with any undertaking, whether public
or private, carried on by the authority of
any act passed by the legislature of British
Columbia. A similar act was passed by the
provincial legislature last year, but was
reserved by Lieutenant-Goviornor MclInnes
for advice from Ottawa. The Deminion
government, on Sir Oliver Mowat’s recom-
mendation,  declined to tender any ad-
vice, whereupon the legislature of Brftish
Columbia this year re-enacted the measure,
and it became law. Now the Japanese gov-
ernment steps in, and, in firm but respeect-
ful language, protests against an act which
it claims to ke contrary to the ecomity
of nations, and w'th a knowledge of the
Canadian constitution which is not a lit-
tle surprising, asks for the disallowance
of the obnoxicus statute. 'the protest has
had to make an extensive trip from Tokio,
but finally reached its destination. By the
Japanese ambessador in London it was
communicated to the foreign office, thence
to the colonial office, and now to Ottawa.
Here it will have to be dealt with by the
minister of justice, as it is upon his re-
port that the governor-in-council decides
to veto provincial legislation or to permit
it to stand. In th's particular case the
government has until next spring to decide
what policy it shall pursue. The general
velief is that the Dominion <overnment
will disallow the Dbill, chiefly for Imperial
reasons. Japan’s friendliness to - Great
Rritain s well known, and uit s felt to
be hardly worth while to antagenize  the
progressives of the east to gratify the
clamor of a few parish peliticians in the
Pacific province.
