Reports ok skirmishes. MANY ARRESTS BY LAURIER’S REPLY TO 

MANITOBA MINISTER
Mistchenko’s Cossack? Are Busy— 

Rumors of Movement Towards 
Tsitsihar.

Berlin, April 5.—(1.47 p. m.)—Peace at 
an early date is regarded' as probable by 
the German embassy at St. Petersburg, 
the Associated Press is informed, and in 
consequence of dispatches received from 
there by the government during the last 
three days the opinion circulates in offi­
cial circles for the first time since the 
war began. The Russian Emperor, it is 
true, has not decided for peace, but the 
Grand Dukes and all, especially the mem­
bers of the court, who have access to the 
Emperor, are for peace. His Majesty is 
described in the gossip that goes about 
here as standing alone irresolutely. The 
conditions that still delay his decision are 
personal ones, he feeling that his reign 
is a failure if Russia does not win the 
war, and that his prestige as a sovereign 
will be lost at home and in foreign coun­
tries, and he cannot yet bring himself to 
speak the word that will set the peace 
negotiations in motion.

Much good will and sympathy are felt 
for the Russian Emperor in higher offi­
cial life here, but it is regarded as 
tainty that he must yield to his family 
and ministers, and that the month will 
not end without peacex

In the meantime the'prospect of peace 
and the uncertainty of the Emperor 
weakens the military administration and 
delays the execution of plans for fresh 
armies and the gathering of new supplies.

FORCED TO RETIRE
Harbin, April 4.—Affairs at the front 

generally are quiet, excepting for skir­
mishes by Gen. Mistchenko’s Cossacks. 
Reports are revived of file movement of 
a Japanese flying eolomn northward 
through Manchuria in the direction of 
Tsitsihar. ,

The loss of commissariat 
Mukden, Hussitai, Tie Pass, Kaihuan 
and Changtufu has been-a heavy depriva­
tion to the Russian army. As a result 
the price of forage and provisions has 
considerably increased.

The Peace Rumors.
St. Petersburg, April 4.—The 

nouncement that President Roosevelt has 
left Washington on a vacation trip is ac­
cepted here as evidence that the efforts 
to draw Russia and Japan into peace 
negotiations have come- to grief for the 
moment. No definite account is offered 
of exactly what happened, but the gen­
eral impression is that Japan either de­
clined to treat upon the Russian basis, 
or demanded a direct reply that there 
was a pacific disposition.

Ottawa, April 4.—Duncan.. Roes, Yale* 
Cariboo, has presented to the House the 
preliminary petition from John Hendry, 
president of the V., V. & E. railway, ask; 
ing for legislation to remedy any possible 
defects in the charter of the company. 
Mr. Ross explained that the company 
was incorporated by the provincial legis­
lature in 1867. By an act of the federal 
parliament in 1898 the railway was de­
clared to be for the general advantage 
of Canada, and in 1902 and 1604 suc­
cessive extensions were secured for the 
commencement and completion1 of the 
railway. About 50 miles of the railway 
have been completed. Financial arrange­
ments are being made to complete the 
road, but as some doubt has been ex­
pressed by financial men as to whether 
the charter right of tlie company has not 
lapsed by reason of the time limit having 
expired before the commencement of con­
struction, legislation is being asked to re­
move any doubt in this regard.

Lahore, Punjaub, India, April 5.—The 

Hill station of Dharmsala was practi­
cally razed to the ground by earth­
quakes. The native huts were obliter­
ated, many of the inhabitants being 
buried in the ruins. Most of the houses 
in the European quarters were wrecked 
and nine persons were killed.

The people are sleeping in the open 
air, food is not procurable, and the great­
est distress prevailing^ is accentuated, by 
frosts. The population is encamped on 
the adjoining hillsides ; without protection 
and without medical aid.

A relief party was dispatched from 
here to Dharmsala totday.

The Europeans killed were Mrs. Rob­
inson, wife of the colonel commanding 
the troops there, and ter two daughters, 
and four members of ihe Indian civil ser­
vice.

St. Petersburg, April 4.—Noon.—War 
Minister Sakharoff, in an interview on 
Monday, declared that the reports of

Man and His Wife Asphyxiated by Gas 
From Stove—Bye-Elections in

St. Petersburg, April 4.—Prince and 
Princess Henry of Prussia arrived at the 
Tsarskoe-Selo this morning.

At the German embassy attempts to 
give a political character to Prince 
Henry’s visit, and to connect it with the 
situation created by Emperor William’s 
Tangier speech, are ridiculed, it being 
explained that the visit of the Princess 
to her sisters, the Empress and the 
Grand Duchess Sergius, during the lat­
ter’s period of mourning, was announced 
before Emperor William left Germany. 
The idea of an acute crisis in relations 
was scouted at the German embassy. 
Princess Henry wijl remain for some 
time at the Tsarskoe-Selo, but the 
Prince will return to Berlin in a fevrç 
days. There has been a persistent rumor 
that the Grand Duchess Sergius, who 
is still crushed by the murder of her 
husband, shortly will retire to a convent 
and devote her life to the church, of 
which she is a very devout member.

Tucson, Ariz., April 5—E. C. Lamb, 
superintendent of the Très Amigos mind, 
has been blown to pieces by an inferuai 
machine while asleep in his house at the 
edge of the town.

THE CZAR INSISTS ON

CONTINUING THE WAR.

St. Petersburg, April 4.—A meeting of 
all the members of the grand ducal circle 
was held in the palace of the Grand 
Duke Vladimir late last night, at which 
the Czar was present and the ques­
tion of war or peace was thoroughly 
discussed. A majority of those present 
favored the beginning of peace negotia­
tions, but the Grand Duke Vladimir and 
his intimate associates stated that in 
their opinion it would be far better to 
continue the fighting at least for the 
present. This view apparently met the 
approval of the Czar, who is an impas­
sioned speech declared that he could not 
conceive how any Russian would be 
willing to abandon Hje field to any army 
that could yet be conquered. Another 
conference is planned for the near fu­
ture.

The newspaper Slovo, which is usually 
inspired by the Grand Duke Alexander 
Michaelovitch, prints an article in which 
i* sets forth the necessity for immediate 
peace in order to give Russia time for 
the preparation of a new and successful 
campaign. The newspaper declares that 
Russia must ultimately defeat Japan, re­
take Port Arthur, re-establish her mas­
tery of the Pacific and this she cannot 
do excepting as a result of a new and an 
entirely fresh struggle.
