From the returns received by Messrs
R. G. Dun & Co. the failures in the Unit-
ed States in the last three months num-
bered 1,803, and the liabilities aggregated
$52,072,884. In the nine months just
ended there were 6,440 failures, involving
a loss of $118,261,918. In Canada there
were 314 business disasters in the last
quarter and 1,001 for the nine months. the
liabilities being $3,439,891 and $11,688.931
respectively. Compar.d with the figures
of 1882 a large increase in failures and
liabilities is noticeable both in the United
States and Canada. In the former for
the third quarter last year the failures
numbered 1,300, the liabilities amounting
to $19,000,000, and for the nine months
there were 4,897 failures, with losses
amounting to $69,000,000. The liabilities
in Canada for the first three quarters in
1882 were $5.000,000.

THE METROPOLITICAL QUESTION.—The
question of whether Montreal has the
right to be the Metropolitical See of the
Anglican Church in Canada was finally
settled, so far as the Church itself can
settle it, by the vote taken in the Pro-
vincial Synod on Tuesday evening. By
an overwhelming majority it was decided
that no provisions of letters patent should
be allowed to interfere with the right of
the Church to elect its own Metropolitan.
The diversity of opinion on the subject

. among legal men has hitherto been very

great ; but the argument submitted to the
Synod by Chief Justice Allen, in opposit-
ion to the claims of Montreal} was ad-
mitted by all who heard it, and in the
Synod were many of the leading lawyers
of the Dominion, to be most luminous, ex-
haustive and convincing, and practically
The
argument of the Chief Justice was ably
supported by C. W. Weldon, M. P.
Judge Wilkinson and Mr. Hodgson, of
Charlottetown, among the Maritime mem-
bers of the Synod, as well as by prominent
lawyers from the Upper Provinces. The
decision arrived at confirms the perfect
freedom of the Church in Canada to deal
with all questions of self-government, un-
trammelled by any vestige of previous
State connection.—Capital.
