PROVEMENT IN FARM CROPS,

“ “A meeting that promises te have a far-
reath'ny effeqt on the. productien of farm
orops in Canada was held in Ottawa on
the 15th and 16th of June. This wus
the organiza‘'ion mesting of the Canadian
Seed Grower’s Association, the "chief aim
of which isto encourage the produciion

| and general use of seed of superior qual-

ity for farmn crops. Experience has
‘shown that in sl kinds of farm crops the
yisld per acre may be materislly increased
and the quality rubstantially improved
by the use of seed which has been graded
up by careful growing and systematic,
intelligent selection, cuntinued from year
Vigour of grewth and preduct-
iveness in individusal plants are trans.
mitted thieugh their seeds to the succeed

characteristics are transmitiel to animals
from their ancestors.

PEDIGREED SEED,

With the above fact in view the newly-
formed association, which will imwmed-
iately apply for Dominion incorporation,
drafted a constitution te regulate the
growing, selecting and improving of farm
seeds by ita members, and providing for
keeping records of the history of seeds,
tixing standard, aud issuing certificates of
registration for hand-selected seed. For
the present the operations of the associ-
stien will be confinad te wheat, oats,
barley, maize, peas, beans, flax, mill«t
snd putatoes. KEich operating wmember
will be required .o couduct annually a
haud selected seed plot of net less than
one quarter acre, and must keep a racord
in. wriing of gach year,s operaticns.
District superintendants will supervise
and aid the work of the members.

SOME RESULTS OF SEED SELECTION.

In Franee andin Germany smgac beets
now produce twice a8 many pounds of
‘sugdr per acre—twice as many peuuds of
refiued sugar per acre—as they did before
the imprévement of the sugar beet was
under aken in a systematic manre: ; that
is with the sams ' soil, the same climate
and the'same kind of fertil'zer. That
wock was begun by Vilmorin of Paris
three generations age; his grandsen is at
the hesd of the business now,

Some seven ‘yesrs ago the Illinois
experiment station uudertook to impreve
the quali’y of Lacian corn in this way.
They had unilyses made ot the very best
corn they ceuld tind for a high percentage
of protein.  They found the good corn
contained abeut 9 per cent of prorein.
Then they p'anted rows from the
ears having the highest percentage of
pro‘ein, and after six years’ ‘eareful
selection they had some cern that showed
an average of over 15 per cent protein, or
2 per cent  higher than that of whest.
This is an amazing schievement for this
countinent; for if we have Indian corn
richer 10 protein than wheat, it will be
an immense benefit and advantage in the
feeding of cattle, ths production of bacun,
and oven in the nourishment of human
beings from the cereal district.

The Minnesota experiment station has
had a sinular experience with flax, for in
six years’ selection they have effected an

.| increase of 20 per cent in the length ef

fibre and in the yicld of seed of the flax
plant.
OANADIAN RESULTS AND POSSIBILITIES.
As it is generally known the Macdon.
ald Roberteon Seed Growers’ Asseciation,
which is superseded by the new organ-

‘i ization, was an outgrowth of s competit-

1on for prizes aggregating $10,000 that
were given by 8ir Wm. Mucdonald to

“| school boys and girls operating seed plots

and selecting the best heads of wheat and

“| oats during the years 1900, 1901 and
‘11902. This competition was cenducted

under the sapervision of Prof.Robertsen,
hence the name of the original associa-
tion. In the case of the crops grown by
the buys and girls the increase was 18
per cent in the number of grains in the

*1 100 solected heads of spring whest, and

28 percent in the weight of graias in the
100 heads. Similar increases were obtain-
ed with oats, Ninety-two per cent of the
reports said that the quarter-acre plots
carried ctops decidedly more vigorous
and heavy than crops from the same
farm in the same season from unseleced
seed, .

An increase of even 20 per cent in the
total yield of Canadian farm creps would
mean the additien of millivns of dollars
to the wealth of ghe country. Another
great possibility Ys found in cumnection
with the improvement
made in quslity. Taks wheat for
instance. From Sept, 1st, 1903, to March
31st, 1904, the government inspection of
wheat in Western Canada showed 497,000
bushels of No. 1 hard; 5,108 000 bushels
of No1 Northern, and 7,639,0C0 bushels
of Ne. 2 Northern. A very laige pio-
portion of the two latter grades would
grade No. 1 hard, wereit not for the
admixture of other grains and other
varieties of wheat. Here is an unlimit
