Lcreditable showing and should meet
with the satisfaction of the council as
well as the citizens. It is hardly prob-
able that this showing will continue in
face of the large expenditures in the
water service and the building of new
wharves.

Ald. McGoldrick moved that type-
written coples of the report be handed
the mcmbers, adding that the chairman
and chamberiain should be congratu-
lated on ihe manner in which the re-
port was presented. Ald. Frink moved
in amendment that a pocket book edi-
tion of this report to the extent of 100
copies be issued.—Casried.

A communication from G. 8. ‘Wﬂson,
assistant secretary of the Canadian
Municipalities TUnion endorsing a bill
of $120 for 1907 membership, was re-
commended to be paid.

A cominunication was recelved from
D. McNichol of the C. P. R., protest-
ing against the imposition of license
fees against C. P. R. employes such as
checkers, sectionmen and others who,
he claimed, were part of the machinery
of the railway and were referred toas
“flying gangs.”

This matter brought up considerable
discuesion. Ald. Lantalum referred to
a case where a «onsignment of rugs
came to him and the clerk who came
with them to assist him had been
charged a fee of $20, whereas. during
Mayor White’s term o offlee $7.50 was
the license fee chargced.’

Mayor Sears spoke on the matter of
ilcenwes, referring to this particular
one at some length. He said he un-
derstood the clerk referrcd to was an
agent for a Toronto firm who meanufac-
tured “Eastern rugs.”

Ald. Lantalum said that the 1emarks
of the Mayor were misrepresentations.

The Mayor thereupon replied that
any man who said he made misrepre-
scntations was a liar. His Worshlp
later expressed regret that he had al-
lowed h!s temper to : get the upper
hané of him, saving that he was  ex-
tremcly sorry the incident had oceur-
red.

Ald. McGoldrick asiked if the Mayor
did not state to Mr. Ward that any-
Lody could get a license. The pulice
court is filled half the time with people
who have recetved licenses, and who
bring stolen goods. The alderman
thought each allication fer a license
should receive careful investigation
and that licenses should not be granted
to persons who Wwere no better than
thiocves. Licenses should not be given
| “carte blanche” to anyone dsking for
them, and should be suspended when it
was found the holders iwere bhuying
stolen goods. The license system should
be remodellcd and the city should have
control of it.
