iAl meeting of the board of school
trustees was held last evening. There
was an exact quorum, and after the
regular business had been transacted a
lotter was read from George Arm-
strong of the west end relating to the
dispute which arose over his removal
from one of the west end schools.

A petition of the city teachers re-
fating to salaries was presented, and
after some discussion was referred to

the teachers’ committee.
The petition was as follows:

X0 THE BOARD OF SCHOOL TRUSTEES
OF THER OITY. OF SAINT- JOHN.

The petition of the teachers of the City
8¢ Bain¢ John sheweth:

1~That the salaries provided for the re-
muneration of female teachers in the City
of Sain John have not been increased for a
period of over ten (10) years, and that owing
to the increased cost of living which has
steadily kept pace with the imcreased pros-
perily of our country, the existing salaries
are not sufficient to meet the comditions of
the present time.

IL~That under the working of the pres-
ent schedule the average salary of female
teachers holding first-class licenses is low-
er than the average salary recelved under
apy former schedule during the past quarter
of & oentury.

III.—That the salaries pai® to. female
Peachers engaged in High School work are
@ot commensurata to the additionmal labor
and responsibility entalled by their duties,
pot equivalent to those paid in other Cana-
dian cities for similar work.

IV.—That in no ¢ty of any size and com-
mercial importance im Canada are female
teachers paid such small salaries as are paid
In Saint John,

V.—~That the various railway, banking, in-
dustria]l and mercantile institutions of our
country, as well as our civic and federal
governments, have recognized the changed
conditions by materially increasing the
ealaries of their employes; also the School
Boards in nearly all our Canadian cities have
recently adopted new and higher schedules
for their teachers:

VI.—That the scholastic requirements for
license have been Mcreased and made more
severe, requiring more time and greater ex-
pense to obtain a license than formerly.

VIL—That the inducements of other call-
ings at present are so much stronger than
those of teaching that they attract many of
our most capable and intelligent young
.women fhat world otherwise enzage In
teaching; and g the renewal of our nums
bers Iroms thm qualified - by natural
gifts is rendered more difticult than here-
tofore.

VII.--That while the smount fixed by
statute that your Board may demand from
the civic revenues is less per pupil than
that available to the school boards of other
Canadian cities ,thus entailing upon your
board the necessity of close economy and
careful administration, yet upon examina-
tion it will be found that your Board is not
prevented from granting to your petitioners
that immediate measure of increase for which
they petition, and which was suggested by
your Board as far back as 1895.

IX.~That in order to remove the dis-
mbilities and grievances of the female teach-
ers ,and in order to place them in a posi-
tion nearer to that held by teachers in other
cities of Canada, your petitioners believe it
is necessary and desirable that a new sche-
dule of salaries be adopted by your Board,
and that proper steps be taken by your Board
t® have removed any statutory obstacles that
ay prevent or confliet with the carrying
but of such a schedule in the future.

Your npetitioners, therefore, respectfully
asgk that your Board will adopt the follow-
ing schedule of salaries for female teachers,
and have the same put into effect at the be-
ginning of the ensuing achool year of
1904-95.

A (D—The minimum salary of female
teachers on appointmént shall be $250 a
year, to be Increased at the rate of $25 a
Year for each of the succeéding six (6)
Years,

(2)—The female teachers engaged in High
Bchool work shall receive a minimum ealary
of $450 for the first year, and an annual {n-
prease of $25 for the next six (6) years,

(8)—Assistant teachers shall receive a
minimum salary of $200 a year.

B. (1)—All female teachers at present in
the employ of the Board to receive an {in-
crease of $50 to their salary at the be-
ginning of the school year of 1904-05, and
thereafter receive am annual increase of $25
until the maximum amount be reached.

(2)—All female teachers that for special
Feasons are noew in receipt of salaries high-
er than the general schedule, to receive the
sbove increase of $50, and thereafter a year-
ly Increase of $25 for the two following
years.

Each clause of the petition was sup-
yorted by a strong argument. In sup-
port of clause 1 they showed that the
cost of food, fuel, clothing and house
rent had increased to a marked ex-
tent. In house rent the advance had
been most marked, the cost for a flat
of 6 to 9 rooms ranging from $20 to $60
& year, For all this there had been no
corresponding increase in income,
therefore in the absence of any sys-
tem of superannuation or retiring al-
Jowance, it would seem but rare justice
to make salaries high enough to enable
the frugal teacher to provide against
the exigencles of sickness, old age or
disability.

In support of section 2 of the peti-
tion—that the present salaries of first
class female teachers are lower than
under any previous schedule since 1878

In other Canadian cities the salaries
paid to teachers in_such grades were
from 60 per cent. to 100 per cent, high-
er than those pald to teachers in the
elementary grades. In the City of
Winnipeg female teachers in the High
School received $1,000 the first year
and yearly increases of $25 until $1,-
100 was reached. Halifax paid its
High School teachers $850 and $750
respectively.

In regard to section V. they point-
ed out the injustice of depriving the
female teachers who constituted so
large a body of workers of a share in
the prosperity and improved condi-
tions of the country and showed that
the school boards of Ottawa, Tor-
onto, and Winnipeg had just recently |
revised their schedules and granted
higher salaries to all their teachers.
In regard to section VI. and VIL of
the petition they quoted from a recent
report of Dr. Inch, chief superintend-
ent of education, to the effect that the
time and expense in securing a license
was greater than in former years and
also that as soon as intelligent and en-
ergetic young men and women found
anything that promised better finan-
cial results they left the teaching pro-
fession.

I. C. R. Employes Get Another Raise.

HALIFAX, N. S—.,.?an. 11.—The death

E. railway members of the Interna-
tional Brotherhood of Msintenance of
Way Men, through their oint protec-
tive board, asked the rairway depart-
ment that the pay of ordinary track-
men be increased from $1.30 to $1.50 per
day, with corresponding increase for
foremen.

Francis P. McColl of Chicago, vice
president of the Sea Coast Canning Co.,
and Geo. J.~Clarke, M. P. P., of St.
Stephen, are at the Royal. Mr. Mece-
Coll’s company carries on a sardine in-
dustry at Eastport, Me.,, and he s
thinking of establishing- a similar in-
dustry at Le Tang, Charlotte county.
‘With reference to the sardine indus-
iry, Mr.. McColl said that the past sea-

had shipped_ sardines to South Africa,
and he believed that in time that mar-
ket would be one of the best.

Mr, Clarke said that he accompanied
the fishery commission appointed at
the instance of A, J. S. Copp of Digby,
N. 8., to inquire into the herring
fishery, on its teur to Grand Manan.
Two meetings were held, one at North
Head and the other at Grand Harbor.
The meetings were open to the puhlic.
Mr. Clarke said that it was Mr. Copp
who had in parliament made a charge
against the people engaged in the sar-
dine fishery of destroying the herring.
He thought that it was quite out of the
ordinary that Mr. Copp,. the gentle-
man making the charge, should be ap-
pointed one of the commissioners to
carry on the investigation. The evi-
dence, however, showed that the great-
er part of the destruction of herring, if
any, was caused by the Nova Scotia
fishermen coming over to the Charlotte
,county ccast and securing bait to be
used principally for lobster fishing. For
this bait they take what is known
among fishermen as britt, small her-
ring from two to three inches in length.
These are too small for sardine can-
ning, which requires herring from five
and a half to six inches in length.

Mr. Copp’s plan seemed to be to shut
down the sardine industry, on which a
large number of Charlotte county peo-
ple depended for their living, in order
