FREDERICTON, N, B, March 8—
The public accounts committee took up

this morning the consideration of the
expenditures for bridges in Carleton Co.
last year. on of some of the
items was more or less prolonged, but
brought out little of special interest.
The opg}ition members of the com-
mittee criticized payments for mater-
ials used, repairs, etc, to several
bridges. It was shown that while $14
‘per thousand was paid for lumber used
in one bridge, $17 was paid for similar
material used in another bridge but a
few miles away. The paying of $3.50
for spikes also proved a subject of un-
favorable comment by Messrs, Morri-
son and Smith, who spoke further of
several other matters. Chief Commis-
sioner Labillois was asked by the com-
mittee to explain why the provincial
hospital accounts for the fourth quar-
ter of the last fiscal year have not been
Shown in the reports. He stated that
the accounts have been received and he
will give further information' on the
subject at a subsequent sitting of the
committee.

The municipalities committee had un-
der consideration this morning bills re-
{ lating to the towns of Chatham and
} Campbellton respectively. The Chat-
i ham bill gives certain powers in re-
gard to the water and electricity debt
by the town issu: debentures to the
aggregate value of $49,500, The deben-
tures are for the purpose of improving
the electric lighting service, extension
of water and sewerage system and for
the payment of expenses previously in-
curred in connection with the isolation
hospital, etc. The bill was recommend-
ed, but a section relating to taxing com-
pany property will be particularly
brought to the attention of the house
with a view to securing opinion regard-
ing the general act providing for such
taxation.

OTTAWA, March 8.—The first day of
a session of,parliament generally con-

sists of routine, relieved by a little
pomp and pageantry, which has inter-
est only of a historical and spectacular
character.

This year the proceedings with
which parliament was opened had a
human and controversial interest.
Members and senators had reached the
capital from the east and west with
their wives and families and with their
trunks packed for a half year's visit.
In the popular belief the inevitable pro-
gramme was a new tariff and long
session,

The omission of any reference to
tariff changes in the speech which the
governor general delivered from the
throne was the first intimation most
of the members had that the tariff was
not to be touched. Before the house
arose the prime minister made this
point clear, and also announced that
there would be another sitting in the
autumn.

The minister of justice gave notice of
some important legislation, and the
leader of the opposition gave notice of
2 resolution which indicated that his
ideas have been following the same
lines as those of Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick.
If the measure passes it will hereafter
be- impessible for a-member who. is. a
lawyer to make profit out of his pro-

committées of parliament or in the
departments at Ottawa.

A POPULAR SPECTACLE.

As a speotacle the opening of parlia-
ment seems to grow more popular each
year. The applications for tickets of
admission to the floor of the senate
and to the galleries have been of un-
precedented number this year, and to-
day the crush was very great. Every
possible point of vantage was occu-
pied by handsomely gowned ladies
when the governor general took his
place, The presence of the ladies, the
military officers, the privy councillors,
the * foreign consuls,
Judges, and church dignitaries, in their
official garb, gave brilliancy to the
scene. o

‘When the commons had returned to
their chamber, the entrance of the
prime minister was hailed with ap-
plause from the government benches.
The leader of the opposition was ap-
plauded when he caught the speaker’s
eye and arose for the first time this
sesslon.,

NEW MEMBERS.

The first bf the new members intro-
duced was Hon. A. B. Aylesworth, the
‘new postmaster general, who was
brought in by Sir ‘Wilfrid and Hon. Mr.
Paterson, and introduced as the mem-
ber for North York. William Chis-
holm, the new member for Antigonish,
was introduced by Sir. Frederick Bor-
den and William Sinclair. E D. Smith
of Wentworth, was introduced by R. L.
Borden and David Henderson.  F. .
Pardee of West Lambton, was intro-
duced by Sir Wilfrid and Hon. Charles
Hyman. G. B. Hunt, who succeeds
Rufus Pope as the member for Comp-
ton, was introduced by Hon. Sydney
Fisher and Dr. Beland. W. S. Knowles
of West Assiniboia, was presented by
Sir ‘Wilfrid and Hon, Mr. Oliver. Col.
A. N. Worthington was introduced by
R. L. Borden and Mr. Bergeron. Mr,
McCranley, the member for Saskatche-
wan, was brought in by Sir Wilfrid
and Mr. Oliver.

A. Verveille, the new labor member
from Maisonneuve, came in between
Leonard, conservative, and Armand
Lavergne, liberal. He took a seat be-
tween the conservatives and the liberal
overflow on the left side of the cham-
ber.

MR. BORDEN ON DECK,

R. L. Borden inaugurated his labors
as leader of the opposition by asking
where the auditor general’s Teport was.
He thought it should be in ihe hands
of the members, he also expressed the
opinion that at this stage of parlia-
ment the government should have some
explanation for the absence of any re-
ference to the proposed tariff revision
from the speech from the throne,

In reply Sir ‘Wilfrid said the auditor
general was not the servant of the
government, but of the house. He had
a certain time allowance in which to
present his report. He would doubtless
have the report in the hands of the
members before the time had expired.

SESSION NEXT FALL.

As to the tariff, Sir Wilfrid said the
announcement had been made last ses-
sion that the revision of the tariff was
to be considered. A commission had
been appointed and had started the
tariff inquiry within a fortnight after
the closing of the last session. It had
been the intention of the government
to bring down a revised tariff this ses-
sion.

ROUGH ON LAWYERS.

The jminister of justice gives notice
Of an amenar “fo the get respecting-
representation in the genate and the
house of commons. In the amendment
it will be provided that a member of
either the upper or the lower house
who 1is a barrister or solicitor, or the
partner of a member, shall not receive
direct or-4ndirect compensation for ser-
vices in any Droceeding, contract or
claim in which the crown is a party
either * directly or indirectly before
either house. The penalties are severe,
The bill will declare any member vio-
lating the act liable to two years’ im-
prisonment or to a fine of ten thou-
sand dollars and shall for a number of
years be disqualified from sitting as a
member of either house or of holding
any office in the public service,

rortion from the British Isles.
“A treaty on behalf of Canada has

now been concluded between the United |

Kingdom and Japan, which it is confi-
dently hoped will largely increase our
trade with the people of that progres-
sive empire, When the formal docu-
ments have been received they will be
laid before you.

“The rapid destruction of our forests
now going on will, unless the opera-
tions of the lumbermen be prudently
regulated in the future and a system
of re-forestration adopted result in
grave consequences, affecting the uni-
form flow of our rivers and Hmiting our
valuable water powers to a few months
in the year. A bill will be submitted
for your consideration empowering the
government to set apart forest re-
serves on lands under its control. 3

“In accordance with the offer made
by my ministers to the government of
the United Kingdom, the imperial
tieasury has now been relieved from
the cost of garrisoning Halifax, and ar-
rangements are in progress for taking
over the defence of Esquimalt, -and
hereafter detachments from the per-
manent force ‘of Canada will have
charge of both those important sta-
tions. You will be invited to consider
the propriety of making such a change
in the fiscal year as will bring it more
into Farmony with the active business
season.

‘“The result of the investigation into
the administration of leading life insur-
ance companies in the neighboring re-
public has naturally created sossa un-
easiness in the public mind as to the
condition of Canadian companies.

“A commission has therefore been in-
stituted to inquire into and report on
the management and financial stand-
ing not only of companies holding Cana-
dian charters, but also of companies do-
ing business under license in Canada.

“Satisfactory progress is being made
in the exploration and surveys of the
eastern division of the National Trans-
sontinental railway and it is expected
that contracts for the construction of
two important sections embracing to-
gether about 400 miles, will shortly be
executed.

“The interim report of the Canadian
section of the international waterway
commission will be laid before you. The
of the joint commission has been
somewhat delayed, owing to a doubt
as to the jurisdiction ©of the American
senate. The great development of com-
merce on the waters dividing the two
countries and the opportunities for the
generating of electric power at many
points necessarily evolve questions
which ¢an only be dealt with by inter-
national arrangement or by treaty. At
Niagara the comimission will have to
consider how best to preserve the scenic
effect of the falls, while not unduly re-
stricting the use of the flow of Niagara
river, so valuable for power purposes.

“A report has been received from the
transportation commission containing
seve important recommendations, the
docyment will be laid before you.

“The legal experts appointed to re-
vise, classify and consolidate the public
general statutes issued since the revis-
fon in 1886 have completed their task,
and it Is expected that the volumes will
be ready for distribution before July.

“A measure for the better observance
of the Lord’s day will be submitted for
your consideration.

“You will be invited to consider
among other subjects bills to amend the
railway act, the fruit mark act, an act
respecting usury, and also the Domin-
fon elections act.

“Gentlemen of the House of Com-
mons;—

‘“The accounts for the past year will
be laid before you, the estimates for
nine months, embracing a portion of
the proposed fiscal year terminating on
the thirty-first of March, 1907, will be
submitted for your approval at an early
day.

“Hon. gentlemen of the Senate:;:—

“Gentlemen of the House of Com-
mons:—

“I invite your earnest attention to
the several subjects I have mentioned
and to the general business that will
come before you, and I trust your delib-
erations will be guided by wisdom and
moderation.”
