In Keefe's opinion, the greatest ball
player that ever lived was Ed. wil-
liamson, the Chicago infielder of the
80’s. This will doubtlegs call for cri-
ticism, but many an old timer will
admit that Keefe had reasons to pick
the infield wonder:
