In replying to-Mr. Banerjea on be-
half of the government, Sir Harcourt
Butler, the minister of education, re-
pudiated the idea that the government
had a prejudice against this particu-
lar college, that the government wish-
ed to burrow in seeret, or that it had
any other aim in view but the inter-
ests of edueation. It was not possi-
ble to produce the papers asked for,
because many of them were confiden-
tial, the opinions of men who, when
they were asked to give them, did so
in the belief that they would be treat-
ed confidentially. In conclusion he
sald:

“I wonder whether people realize
the enormous changes that are com-
ing over our educational system, and
the necessity for recasting our ideas
with regard to them. What may have
sufficed hitherto will not suffice much
longer.
