Drumbeg, Ireland, July 13—The 
Orangemen’s demonstration here to­
day culminated In a scene of Immense 
enthusiasm around the platform 
where Sir Edward Carson, Bible in 
hand, pledged the covenanters nevei 
to surrender to coercion, to remain 
loyal to the throne, and never to wa­
ver In their support to their leader* 
In the fight against home rule.

Sir Edward Carson, in a speech 
which evoked enthusiasm, served no­
tice on the British government that 
unless it was prepared to leave Ulster 
alone it would very shortly find the 
Ulstermen recognizing no government 
except the provisional government of 
Ulster. He said he had been given 
authority to act, and if necessary, that 
was to exercise his powers without 
regard to consequences to himself. 
The Ulstermen, he added, were not 
going to give way and were bound to 
win, because God would defend the 
right.

Sir EM ward Carson offered the gov­
ernment the alternative of giving Ul­
ster a clean-cut out of home rule, or 
of coming to fight the Ulstermen. 
These, he said, were the only possible 
alternatives. Ulster, he concluded, 
was claiming only justice and If it did » 
not get It from the government would

1 Ottawa, July 13—With a high pow­
ered automobile awaiting their coming 
two burglars made a daring attempt 
early this morning to loot the safe in 
A. McMillan’s jewelry stoore, Sparks 
street, and were only foiled In their 
attempt by the alertness of the police. 
One man, who gave his name as Sam 
Green of New York was arrested at 
one o’clock under a bed in the Wind­
sor Hotel which he attained by a fire 
escape in the rear, after having been 
warned in some manner that the po­
lice were on guard In the store.

herent in the existence of two armed 
volunteer bodies seems to have Im­
bued Irishmen with a sense of added 
responsibility, and the Battle of this 
Boyne was commemorated today la 
Ireland with tremendous enthusiasm. 
But there was a more noticeable ab­
sence of disorder than of the past pro­
cessions of this kind.

Following the custom, a great pro­
cession marched from Belfast to Drum- 
beg, where Sir Edward Carson, the 
Ulster Unionist leader, made his now 
familiar speech defying the govern­
ment, either to totally exclude Ulster 
from home rule or come out and fight.

Lord Londonderry, at Enniskillen, 
and Walter Hume Long, Unionist 
member of parliament for Strand, at 
Carvagli, made speeches of a similar 
vein to other demonstrations of Ul­
stermen, but no disorder was report­
ed at any point up to a late hour to­
night.

Rival Nationalist and Orange pro­
cessions at Glendermot reached the 
stage of jeering at each other, and 
for a few moments it looked like trou­
ble, but the police succeeded in keep­
ing them apart until the danger was

One feature of the situation seems 
to be that while Sir Edward Carson 
and the other leaders are using un­
restrained language, both Ulstermen 
and Nationalists are showing admira­
ble self-control. Another feature is 
that the more defiant the Ulster lead­
ers’ speeches become the more pro­
nounced becomes the feeling among 
the members of parliament on both 
sides that a satisfactory compromise 
will eventually be reached.

Premier Asquith announced In the 
House of Commons today that thu 
present session of parliament would 
come to an end about the close of Au­
gust and that the next session will be 
begun in early winter, which is thou­
ght to mean December. Before the 
present session ends the government 
will introduce its proposals for the 
reform of the House of Lords.

Under this arrangement home rule 
and Welsh disestablishment will ulti­
mately pass into law by the end of 
August. Rumors of the early disso­
lution of parliament continue to flow 
around, but there is nothing to sub­
stantiate them.

The detectives took the .path that Dr. 
Carman says he followed the day after 
Mrs. Bailey’s death.

They questioned him closely as to 
the exact route he had chosen in mak­
ing his calls that day, and armed with 
volumnlous notes laboriously followed 
the way all forenoon. When the trail 
lay through the built-up sections of 
Freeport and Roosevelt they made 
quick headway; but along the country 
roads they travelled at a slow pace, 
beating each bush on the roadside and 
skirting fifty yards or so on each side 
into the fields.

Mrs. Carman, locked up on an accu­
sation of murder,

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‘‘We your Jury at this Inquest 
upon this inquest, to enquire Into 
the death of Frank O’Leary, find 
that the said Frank O'Leary came 
to his death as a result of loss of 
blood and peritonitis caused orig­
inally 'by a bullet|Wound pentratlng 
his body which was discharged by 
a revolver In the hands of one 
John Braman, on Monday, July 6th, 
1914, at or about eleven o’clock a. 
m., he having survived until eight 
o’clock on Monday. 13th July, 1914, 
at which time he died, being at the 
General Public Hoepltal, Saint 
John, N. R.

“We your Jery at this request 
feel very strongly that the outcome 
of this tragedy and the crimes that 
have been committed of late are 
due tq. a large extent to the laxity 
of the sentences given In our 
Courts."
