Government Control of Price
of Food Products.

Regulated By World's Markets
After referring to the orderdn-ooun- 

ell of August 29 last, prohibiting the 
export of oats and foodstuffs to neu­
tral ports, from which ’they might 
reach German porta eventually, Sir 
Robert passed on to the question of 
regulation of prices.

‘T would be sorry to attempt any­
thing of the kind,'* he observed. In 
the first place, the price of wheat In 
Canada was regulated by the price In 
the world markets, 
ernment did attempt to control the 
prices In Canada, It could not do other 
than take such prices as a standard. 
This would bring tho matter back to 
where It started. Besides, Sir Robert 
did not think it would be fair for the 
government to allow the farmer to 
struggle along in some years at a 
price perhaps, which barely repaid 
him for the cost of growing his wheat, 
and then prevent his obtaining a high 
price when conditions warranted his 
receiving one. At a time like this, 
when more production was desired, it 
would be unfortunate for the govern­
ment to attempt to limit prices.

There was, however, another aspect 
of the question, the price of foodstuffs, 
as enhanced after the wheat left the 
hands of the producer. The govern­
ment had had representations In this 
regard, and he desired to say that If 
any good grounds could be advanced 
for assuming that the price of food­
stuffs had been unduly advanced, the 
government would consider them and 
determine what action should be tak­
en. The Premier's own information 
was that there had been a reduction 
In the price of meat products of some 
kinds. During the past three months, 
In fact the Dominion had been endea­
voring to find markets in the United 
Kingdom for some Canadaian food pro­
ducts, which were stored here in such 
large quantities as to be In danger of 
spoiling; canned goods, for Instance, 
or New Brunswick potatoes, of which 
there was a surplus of one and a half 
million bushels. Recently there had 
been a great surplus of apples, and 
difficulty for a time In finding a mar­
ket for the surplus fish products of 
the country.

During the past six or eight weeks 
he had given the Mother Country 
ample notice of the presence in Cana­
da of great stores of foodstuffs, which 
producers in this country i 
glad to send to the Mother 
at the cost of production only. The re­
ply received had been that whUe the 
Imperial authorities would be glad 
to assist Canada there was at present 
no opportunity for doing anything of 
the kind. In conclusion, Sir Robert 
stated that the government did not 
feel Justified in supporting Mr. Cock- 
shutt’s resolution, though it would 
keep in touch with the situation and 
take any measures necessary.

Hon. George P. Graham said the 
strength of the United Kingdom lay 
In her possession of stores of food­
stuffs sufficient to last her until the 
end of the war. The difficulty with 
food prices in Canada might be that 
there were too many middlemen In 
the country. Mr. Graham thought tho 
man who sought to make an undue 
profit out of the public In the present 
exigency was the worst traitor to his 
country. He did not think, however, 
that prices could be controlled In the 
manner proposed by Mr. Cockshutt

Mr. Cockshutt closed the debate In 
a brief speech. In consideration, he 
f aid, of the statement of the Prime 
Minister, that the government would 
keep its eyes on the situation, and if 
It became serious would take action, 
he was content that hie resolution 
should' be declared lost on a division.

The House then adjourned.

■ ment tonight saying that the operations were being delayed by bad 
weather.
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Petrograd. March 1, via London.— 
The official communication issued to­
night by the War Office regarding the 
progress of the campaign follows:

“We concluded yesterday the opera­
tions around Przansynez, where we 
defeated and have thrown back to the 
frontier, not less than two army 
corps.

"The Germans, having compelled the 
retreat of our Tenth Army, sot them- 
selves the further task of Joining bat­
tle with our troops operating success­
fully in the Mlawa region. Their plans 
was first to drive back, by a demon­
stration In force, our left wing in this 
region, and then apparently by a head­
long dash against our right wing in the 
Khorgele (Chorzellen) district, to over­
throw our troops in the direction of 
the Vistula.

"On the 16th the enemy took the 
offensive In the Llpno-SierpeoBlezun 
district, bringing five divisions into 
the operations. About the middle of 
February the enemy had reached the 
Plonsk-Raclonz front, hut as a result 
of desperate battles on the 16th and 
18th we stopped his further progress 
In this section.

"About this date the Germans con­
centrated very great forsee between 
Mlawa and Villenborge (Willenfoerg-

end took the offensive. On the 18th ’ 
we discovered great activity on the 
part of the German advance guards 
In the Khorgele district, and on the 
20th great enemy forces began an im- - 
petus advance.

"Passing Przasnyes on the east they 
reached the village of Csulta.

Main Austrian Army In Danger.
London, March 2, 3.69 a. m.—"A 

Russian cavalry movement succeeded 
in cutlng the German East Prussian 
army In two last Friday at the village 
of Krasnosielo," says the Dally News'

with a considerable gap between them.

countries." Mr. Cockshutt said that 
Canada alone, of all the countries at 
war, had given no consideration to the 
question Involved In resolution. In 
England the government was being 
urged by the labor leaders to take 
steps to regulate prices. Mr. Cock­
shutt said that he did not wish to rob 
the farmers of legitimate profit upon 
their crops, and pointed out that not 
more than ten per cent, of last sea­
son’s wheat crop was now in the hands 
of the farmers for sale. Canada's 
visible supply was now down to about 
eight million bushels, and it was 
dwindling rapidly. The surplus of the 
United States was going out at the 
rate of about 8,000,000 bushels a week, 
while Russia was not available 
source of supply for Britain. He be­
lieved that the farmers should never 
receive less than a dollar a bushel for 
wheat.

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Berlin, Mar. 1.—Germany's reply to 
the American note concerning the 
naval war son# was handed today to 
Ambassador Gerard. It corresponds In 
general with the forecast of cause days 
ago. The Foreign Office characterizes 
the German reply as "acceptance with 
few modifications" of the American 
proposals.

The reply suggests that, In accord­
ance with the principles of Interna­
