JAPS' FLEET STILL

American gold. Much of this money was
sent here in payment of supplies for the
army and navy of Japan purchased in the
pest few months. Stowed in the hold of
the steamer was about 550 tons of mer-
chandise that will make up the bulk of
the Chinese exhibit at the world’s fair
at St. Louis.

Japs Bound to G+t Port Arthur.

Tokio, Feb. 23—(delayed in transmis-
aion)—Advices are hourly anticipated
here of the third naval engagement which
has taken place at Port Arthur. It was
knowmn that the fleet under command of
Admiral Togo had been in motion, but
the nature of the operation about to be
undertaken had not been disclosed to the
navy department. The latter admits an-
icipating information, but says it does
not expect to receive any hefore Wednes-
day. It is thoughi here ' that Admiral
Togo first attacked with his'torpedo boats
and then ehelled Port Arthur. The opin-
jon expresved by the fore’gn ministry here,
is however, almost united against the abil-
ity of the Japamese &hips to chell the
place without dangerous exposure to the
heavy guns of the shore batteries. The
Japanese, however, are confident -that the
place is vulnerable at three points on the
@ea side and in proof of tYuir opinions is
the; explosion of a number of shells in the
town on the occagion of the recent mnight
fight. The Japanese once possessed Port
Arthur and they have the most complete
information in regard to distances and
2nges. A bombardment “of the place
zhould prove highly destructive as it is
narrow and cramped. A few shells thrown
over the hills into the basin holding the
bay and town could not fail to do serious
execution. The Japanese shells are charg-
ed with a high explosive and are very ef-
fective, and it is believed possible to ren-
der the harbor untemable for Russian war-
ships by bombardment and force them to
put to eca and fight in the open.

"LETTERS TO THE EDITOR.

Russia's G eatest Peril.
To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—In the telegraphic war mews, dated
St. Petersburg, I find a few lines dealing
with the sentiments, created presumably
by the present war, among the Russian
Poles and Finns. It is said among other
things that both of these nationalities,
over which the Czar rules with an iron
hand, seem to forget their grievances and
join hands with the Russian government
in this hour of peril.

To one well acquainted with conditions
as they exist in Russia, to one fully aware
of the most intense hatred evidenced
towand the autocratic regime and -its army
of high and low officials by the entire
Polish and Finnish populace, the above
statement is highly ridiculous.  Excepting
some aristoeratic circles in Poland, which
are cosmopolitan in character and, since
they enjoy every privilege, do not worry
about the terrible oppression of their
countrymen, every decent Finn and Pole
and no doubt every semsible Russian Jew,
unless he be a moneylender to the im-
perial govermment, is glowing now with
one desire only: that brave Japan may
succeed in crushing Russian despotism and
Russian aggrandisement.

Neither is that all. Hundreds of thous-
ands of Poles and Finns controlled by nu-
merous patriotic and revolutionary so-
cieties impatiently wait for the bour
when, a favorable political constellation
permitting, they shall be called out to
take up arms against a system of govern-
ment bordering on insanity. | .

Dreadful as it will be in its consequences
a war, in which all Europe will be in-
volved, is the only opportunity as well for
vhe Poles and Finns as all other nation-
alities, only to name Lithuanians and
Little Russians.

It is highly probable that the hour has
arrived now. Should England get in-
volved in the present war, and Germany
take sides either with or against Russia,
Poland and Finnland will be found the
most trustworthy allies of England. For
Russia fighting Japan on one hand and
threatened by England in Asia and on the
Baltic, an internal rebellion breaking out
in Finnland, Poland and Lithuania, will
be a disaster and a most serious problem.

It has been a long cherished hope among
Polish and Lithuanian revolutionary or-
ganizations that, in a war between Eng-
land and Russia, the former will furnish
arms and funds to the uprising foes of the
Russian misgovernment. Let England do
so and she can Taise an army of a million
Polish, Finmish and Lithuanian volunteers.

If any soldiers belonging to these na-
tionalities are now found in the ranks of
the Russian army fighting the Japanese,
they do so because they were drafted and
could not evade it.

No doubt thousands of able bodied Finns
and Poles will endeavor to leave Russia
in order mot to be sent to Manchuria and
shoot down dJaps, their natural friends.
Those who will be compelled to go to the
front? will be found eager, if an oppor-
tunity presents itself, to turn their guns
against the Russian generals and officers.

Siberian exiles will be orly too giad to
render England and Japan every possible
assistance. Among them can be found
numerable engineers, experfs on railway
and bridge building, who will be ready to
cut off and destroy every railway and
telegraphic communication on the lines
running along . the Manchurian border.
The Russian authorities are mot blind to
that possibility.

There are two millions of Poles in the
United States, who have an organization
called “The Polish National Alliance,”
with headquarters in Chicago, the mein-
bership of which is over 34,000. The al-
liance exerts a very potent influence over
its compatriots. For some years it has
been collecting funds to be used in an up-
rising against the Russian conquerors. If
such breaks out now, which is possible,
the “Alliance” will be in a position to get
up a fund of a million do'lars and possibly
50,000 volunteers.

‘A TFinnish uprising in Russia will also
receive substantial help from compatriots
living in the United States, and a similarf
statement can be applied in regard to Ar-
menians.

Let it be hoped that England will not
think too lightly of its secret friends
within the Russian empire and that it
will not wait till that barbaric country
shall have whipped little Japau and thus
gain more strength to descend on India
and then swallow up Ohina. Taat noth-
ing less is the design of the Czar's coun-
cillors; who will doubt?

Kvery farwseeing statesman must there-
fore admit that there wiil never arise a
better opportunity for England to strike
a deadly blow to its most dangerous
cnemy than now. Shall Fngland miss it3
chance, and so furnish merriment at the
St. Petersburg court?

I bave
made a clese study of the affair and T be-
lieve it was got up to shut out fishermen that
were giving up fiching for big canncries and
starting smaull cannerics cn thelr own ac-
count.

Large canneries find it hard to secure old,
expericuced flshermen 10 fish for them, and
they have consequently to engage raw re-
cruils, aud there is not much profit in that
ciass of fishermen. The reasoa old fishermen
are leaving the large concerns and starting
business on their own agccount is they are so
poorly paid in this section. Large canneries

only pay their fisherwen $1.19 per 100 pounyds;

_profit of $5.92. So to stop fishermen .from
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and find them in gear and board, and 2%
pounds of lobsters make a case; and cased
lobsters were worth $12.50 per case last year.
So, Mr. Editor, you see a case of lobsters
cost the packer $2.58, and add to that $4 for
gear and board, makes $6.58, Jeaving a clear
