SCHOOLS T BE MADE
SHFE FOR THE PUPLS

Trustees to Act on Grand Jury's
Recommendations Respecting
Necessary Precautions

COMMITTEE TO ACT

Arbor Day May 12--The Ques-
tion of Fire Gongs--A Matter
of Rental--The Governor-Gen-
eral’s Prizes -- The Teacher
Have Been Pg.ying for Plants.

The presentment of the grand jury on
the safety of public buildings was received
by the board of school trustees at their
meeting Monday night. Their unanimous
opinion was that many of ithe suggestions
contained in the presentment ought to be
farried out, and they referred to the build-
ing committee to report as to the best
way of doing so. i

Quite a lot of business was transacted
last night at the meeting of the school
trustees arising out of communications re-
ceived by the secretary. One matter was
a letter from K. R. Chapman on’ behalf
of ‘Mrs. Fred P. Gregory, in relation to
the ground rent of some property on Hors-
field street. Mrs. Gregory leases the lot
from the board and rents the house. At
the time the lease was first granted, in
1877, it jwas renewable and the consider-
ation was $50 a year annually. In 1886
the board for some reason reduced the
ground rent to $40 and now it appears
Mrs. Gregory wishes to dispose of the
property, and she asks the lease be re-
newed with the purchaser at that figure.
The whole matter was referred to the
chairman and Trustee Coll with power to
aot. I
The first communication was from Linas
De Bert Jones, asking for appointment
as principal in one of the St. John schools.
This was filed. The next was a complaint
from Maggie M. Briggs that her check for
March was $2 less than the sum to which
she was entitled. This matter was also
referred to the chairman. C. H. Mont-
gomery wrote the board a letter of thanks
for their kindness to his father, the late
John Montgomery, during his illness. The
Jetter was ordered entered on the min-
utes.

Inspector Carter wrote the board that
May 12 would be celebrated as Arbor Day
in this district. There Will be only one
session of the schools that day and in-
stead of the usual lessons the teachers will
give the scholars a talk on plants and
plant life. /

Dr. J. R. Inch wrote stating that the
governor-general would sgain give prizes
this year and asking the board whether
some other form® of prize than the medals
would be desirable. The secretary was in-
structed to write accepting the medals.

On motion of Trustee Russell it was
vesolved to place a fire gong in Dufferin
school, and on motion of Trustee Max-
well it was resolved to place numbers on
the rooms of all the schools where the
fire gongs are to dorrespond with the num-
bers on the alarms.

On motion of Trustee Maxwell the sec-
vetary was instructed to pay the janitor
of the Centennial school fifty cents a night
for taking care of the night schools.

Dr. Bridges drew the attention of the
board to the fact that the teachers of the
Victoria school had for years bought plants
out of their own pockets for the school
beds, and he thought they ghould mnot be
burdened in this way. The matter was
referred to the mayor and the chairman.

Phere will be a meeting of the teachers’
committee on the 29th inst., after which,
on the same might, there will be a special
meeting of the board #o receive Dr.

The secretary’s report
for April shows a total earollment of
7,048 with an average attendance of 5,945.

A. E. Fraser.

‘Amherst, May 5—(Special)—Cumberland
today lost one of her ablest and most high-
ly respected citizens in the death at his
home in Springhill of A. E. Fracer. The
news was received here with deep regret
this afternoon. For some years Mr. Fraser
had been in failing health, but was only
obliged to take to his bed about eight days
ago. The immediate cause of death be-
ing cancer of the stomach. He was sixty-
two years of age and had been prominent
in all the walks of life.

He represented the distriet of Spring-
‘hill in the municipal council, and after the
incorporation of that town served as mayor
for three terms. In 1892, with Hon. T.
R. (now Senator) Black, he contested
Cumberland in the provincial elections
and was eleated with a good majority.
Again in the general elections of 1896 he
was elected by an increased vote. In
1900 he was offered the mommation, but,
owing to failing health, was obliged to
decline. In all the public positions held
by him he was most acvtive and his advice
was sought by all. In politics he was a
daberal, in religion a Presbyterian.

At Springhill, wheve he has conducted
one of the largest business places in the
towp, he has left a record for honesty and
uprighteousness in all his dealings. A few
years ago during a local trouble between
the mines management and the employes,
Mr. Fraser, in order that the families of
the workmen might not suffer, extended
unlimited credit for their needs. A friend
of the poor, deeply interested in the labor-
ing classes, who made up the population
of the mining town which he called home.
He is survived by a widow who was Miss
Cochran; one daughter, Miss Blanche, and
one son, Mouson, all of whom are in
Springhill. He also leaves three brothers,
and one sister. Rev. Simon Fraser, in
Texas; Robart Iraser, in Springhill, and
another brother resides in Shelburne. The
funeral will be held at Springhill on Sun-
day.

Samuel Hayward.

Another of St. John’s leading citizens,
Samuel Hayward, is no more. Death came
Monday morning after a lengthy amd se-
vere illness.”'Some time ago Mr. Hay-
ward went to Montreal and an operation
was attempted, but the doctors saw the
malady had gained. such headway that
nothing could be done. He returned to
St. John soon after. Mr. Hayward was
head of the S. Hayward Company. He
was a native of Kings county and was born
at Studholm in 1840, a son of David and
Sarah (McCully) Hayward. His great
grandfather Hayward was an officer in the
British army during the war of the Re-
volution, and was granted land in Nova
Scotia. A part of the city of Halifax
stands on some of the land, which he
abandoned and came to New Brunswick,
settling at Shepody, Albert county. His
grandfather carried on lumbering and mill-
ing at the Dutch Valley and was an or-
ganizer of the Liberal party in the fight
to divorce politics from the church. He
assisted in organizing the Methodist church
in Sussex.

Samuel Hayward, when only sixteen
years of age, began business on his own
account at ‘Sussex ‘Cormer, but ill health
compelled himr to give up and he went to
the (Pacific coast, where he spent two
years in the Rockies, returning in 1879 to
enter the firm of Warwick, Clark & Co.,
hardware dealers. Four years later the
firm became ‘Clark & Hayward, and three
years later Mr. Clark cretired and the
business becameS. Hayward & Co., which
it remained until 1895, when a joint stock
company was onrganized under the name
of The S. Hayward Company, with 'Mr.
Hayward as its president and chief ghare-
holder.

In 1874 Mr. Hayward was married to
Miss Marzaret Ryan, of Studholm, who
survives him. Mr. Hayward was a very
worthy. citizen, respeoted by all who knew
him. He had traveled extensively, was
keen sportsman and a pleasant and genial
companion. His death will be regretted
by a wide circle of friends.

George McLeod.

“ George MclLeod, for years one of the
most prominent men in New . Brunswick
as lumberman, shipowner and politician, 1s
dead. He passed away Sunday morning
at his home, 81 Orange steet, and by his
death the city loses a valued citizen, and
the province an enterprising and honored
son.

About a fortnight ago he was stricken
with apoplexy. At first he gave promise
of mecovering from the attack, but within
the past week his condition became so ser-
ious that hopes of recovery were practical-
ly abandoned. His death removes a man
who had long occupied a commanding posl-
tion in the industrial affairs of New
Brunswick; and who, a quarter of a cen-
tury ago, was regarded as one of the IK}OS’C
vigorous and effective political - campaign-
ers in the maritime provinces.

He was born in Richibucto in 1835, the
son of William McLeod, a leading lumber
merchant. He studied law, and com-
pleted his course but mever practised. In-
stead he became identified with his father
in the lumber business and operations on
an extensive scale were carried on both
¢hen and later when he was in business
himself. For years his lumbering enter-
prises ranked with the largest in the prov-
ince. He was interested in shipping also,
at one time controlling some twelve large
vessels, Mr. McLeod was naturally a
wealthy man but in 1887 he met with re-
verses and he had not been active in busi-
ness of late years. He at one time owned
the lot on which the customs house stands
and also the eld customs house building,
which marked that spot in the ante-con-
federation days. The building he rented
to the government. Later, on the birth
of the Dominion of Canada he and Alex.
Keith of Halifax, who was interested with
him in the matter, sold the building
and lot to the Canadian government.

Mr. McLeod was particularly active in
polities. He supported the late Sir L
“illey during the campaign for confedera-
tion. In 1874 he entered parliament as the
representative for Kent. This was during
the Alexander Mackenzie administration,

of which be was a supperter. In the gen-

eral election of 1878 he was defeated in
Kent, but in 1882 he contested the con-
stituency of St. John city against Sir S.
L. Tilley. Mr. McLeod was defeated in
that contest but he gave Sir Leonard one
of the hardest hustings battles of his poli-
tical career and there was a majority of
only 167 votes. Three years later he ran
for the city and county of St. John in the
election held to fill the vacancy caused by
the death of Hon. Isaac Burpee. C. A.
Everett was placed in the contest by the
Cons¥rvatives .and Mr. McLeod was de-
feated.”

Soon after, Mr. McLeod withdrew his
allegiance from the Liberal party on ques-
tions whick arose at that time and he was
later found to the front battling for the
Conservative interests and in a swbsequent
campaign he was chosen by the party
caucus as capdidate. (The meeting for rat-
ification did¥not accept the choice, how-
ever, and that was the last time he sought
honors at Ottawa.

Mr. McLeod was a convincing and force-
ful speaker, an excellent campaigner and
a great worker in an election campaign.

Tn 1859 he married Sarah, daughter of
the late Hon. Geo. Kerr of Chatham [N
B.) Her death ocurred_in 1866, and Mr.
MeLeod, four years later, married Sarah,
daughter of the late William Gordon of
Pictou (N. 8.) The children by the first
wife are William H. McLeod of Richibuc-
to, and George K., of New York. Two
other children died in infancy in 1866, and
twenty years later another died, and the
year before last Gordon passed away. The
two sons and widow survive and all are
now in St. John. -

Mr. McLeod was the last of his family
in this country. The only relative on this
side of the water is Alexander W. Mark-
ham sof New York, a mnephew. Other
nephews are Thomas Holderness, C.I1E,
of the Indian office, London; Geo. Holder-
ness, of Ceara, Brazil, and Frank Mark-
ham, of the Indian army.

Formerly Mr. McLeod was a member
of the Masonic fraternity, but of late was
‘not connected with the order. He be-
longed to the Union and CLff clubs.

Sudden Death of Patrick Ryan.
Patrick Ryan, aged 60, fell dying in
Brussels street Monday afternoon. He

worked as under gardener on the squares
but had to leave yesterday soon after re-
porting for duty. Returning to his home
via Brussels street he' fell dying. Dr.
Lewin and a priest were called. When
Dr. Lewin arrived Mr. Ryan was dead and
the priest was only in time to attend Mr.
Ryan in his last moments. Coroner Berry-
man gave permission for the removal of
the body to Mr. Ryan’s home. Mr. Ryan
was a widower living with -his daughter,
Miss Agnes. He has four other daughters
in the States and four sons, one of whom
is in South ‘Africa.
