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been named by the president of the United
Nations along with 32 other countries to serve
on a committee to consider what steps should
be taken to preserve the peace keeping
machinery of the United Nations and give it
the opportunity of successful operation. Can-
ada will serve on that committee, and will
seek to persuade the other members of the
committee that one of the essential roles of
the United Nations is that of peace keeping,
operating under the principle of shared and
collective responsibility. It will also seek to
impress upon the other members of the
committee, including the great powers, and
later on the general assembly, the importance
of some financial accommodation by all mem-
ber states including those now in default so
the United Nations can discharge its functions,
as it has in the past, with respect to peace
keeping.
