“Nothing worthy of death hath been 
done by him.” (Luke xxiii. 15, R. V4)

30. Ye have a custom—As soon as 
Jesus was brought back. Pilat again call­
ed the Jewish authorities together and 
suggested a way by which Jesus could 
be released, and at the same time the 
dignity of the Sanhedrin could be pre­
served. The custom of releasing a 
prisoner at this feast, however it orig­
inated, was so completely established 
that Pilate was obliged to attend to it 
(Mark xviii. 8). “Here the cowardly, 
weak, double-minded character of Pilate 
is seen. He knows Jesus is innocent 
and that he ought to free him, but he 
fears to offend the Jews,”
4IV. The Jews call for Earabbas (v. 

40). 40. Not this man—Pilate “knew
that the chief priests had delivered him 
for envy,” and yet he is about to submit 
to their murderous demands. Although 
he had not been found guilty, yet they 
considered him a criminal, and gained 
their end by starting a tumult (Mark xv. 
10, 11). Earabbas—An insurrectionist, 
a robber and a murderer.

It was probably at this time, while 
the people were loudly clamoring for 
Christ’s death, that the messenger 
freon Pilate’s wife (Matt, xxvil. 10), Pil­
ate then publicly washed his hands 
a sign of fcjs innocence; but this could 
in no degree remove the guilt from his

Jesus (vs. 28-32). 28. From Caiaphas— 
high priest. Jesus was taken from the 
garden where he was arrested, first to 
Annus, ex-high priest. Annas sent him 
to Caiaphas, where the Sanhedrin, the 
great Jewish council, was hastily called 
together. Jesus was questioned, and it 

decided that he was worthy of 
death. Eut the Sanhedrin had no auth­
ority to investigate a capital offense 
during the night, and so an adjournment 
was taken till daybreak, when the for­
mal sentence was pronounced. It was 
during the time of adjournment tliat 
Jesus was mocked and maltreated; and 
it was while these scenes were being en­
acted that Peter denied him.

„ Judgment—The ^‘Praetorium” or palace. 
It is uncertain whether the trial took 
place in the palace erected by Herod the 
Great in the northwestern part of the 
city or in the castle of Antonia which 
adjoined the temple area on the north, 

probably in the latter. The Jewish 
council could not execute the death pen­
alty and after they had condemned 
Jesus to death they brought him to Pil­
ate that their action might be confirmed, 
it was early—Probably about six o’clock. 
“The Greek word rendered ‘early’ :s a 
technical word for the ‘fourth’ watch/ 
the time between three and six o’clock 
in teh morning. Pilate had by request 
of the chief priests ordered the baud of
