Upon reaching the 
honte Elder asked Hufliatd where Mrs. 
Haffield was, tat be old not know, to 
Eider passed on, intending to go and 
search. He had only gone a tew hundred 
feet when be heard Heffield calling and 
xetnrned. Hiiffiold was much excited and 
cried ‘ I’ve found my wife end the a 
dead.” About forty feet from her own 
door, prone upon her face, with her arme 
outstretched, lay the body, et,ill frozen. 
Elder carried the body into the hoes • and 
placed it upon the bed. He eaw the face 
■mashed into an unrecognizable pulp. He 
saw a pitchfork handle broken into three 
pieces, and marked with blood, and, torn 
lap to Haffield, he am ; “Hiffi Id, you’ve 
mnrdrret jour wife.” "Yea,” said 
Haffield, “I atrnok her with my hand.” 
He wae taken to Winnipeg gaol. The in­
quest on the Haffield murder case 
monssd at Holland tonight. The prisoner 
«eems to have been so constantly under 
toe influence of liquor lately as scarcely to 
to conscious of hia movements.
