The Department regrets that, as shown by the
correspondence, the Indiam Agents neglected to communicate
to the Indians under their care the information given them
by the Game Warden, and with which it is important they
should be in possession. It 4s hoped that the letter sent
by you by direction of the Royal Commiseion on Indian Affairs
will have the effeoct of causing the Indiam Agents to recognize
their duty in regard to this matter.
